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1. Motivation
PCG and OP meetings are held with a calendar independent from TSG plenaries. Although many of PCG and OP participants are not regular attendees of TSG plenaries, most are (including of course the TSG officials)
. 
This paper provides some pros and cons regarding the possibility to attach the PCG/OP meetings to the March and September TSG plenaries. Options to be further evaluated are related to holding PCG/OP meetings before or after the TSG week.
Cons

· Shorter time for preparing the TSG reports to PCG, in case PCG is held after TSGs
Pros

· Possibility for people attending PCG (especially MRPs) to attend also TSG plenaries, gaining a deeper insight of 3GPP work

· Easier approval of ITU related documents (the need for E-mail approval at PCG level could be reduced) in case PCG is held after TSGs

· Better coordination between TSGs and PCG

· Cost saving through less travelling for folks attending both the TSG and PCG meetings.

In the past some PCG/OP meetings were held in countries (India, Brazil, Russia) outside of the normal 3GPP meeting locations. This is not a major issue, since the plenaries could also be organized in those countries. 
2. Conclusion & proposals
On the basis of the above considerations, the proponents believe that joining PCG/OP meetings to TSG plenaries provides a significant improvement to cost management.
PCG is asked to: 
· Endorse the proposal to join PCG and OP meetings to TSG RAN, CT and SA plenaries
For further evaluation:

· To held PCG/OP meetings before or after TSGs meetings
� 	Note, however, that a large percentage of PCG participants attends also TSGs meetings. As an example, 31 out of 49 participants (63%) at PCG#30 (Kista) also attended TSGs#59 in Vienna. In a similar way 72% of the participants at PCG#31 (Fukuoka) also attended TSGs#61 in Porto.
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
