3.1
Review of Actions

The Secretary reported that there was one action arising from the previous meeting, which was for the Brand Evolution Group to continue to monitor the manner in which the LTE and LTE Advanced Brands were being used by industry and to prepare proposals as to how those brands should evolve [3GPP/PCG#32(14)03].  The action is further discussed under section 7.2 of this report.

Management Reports from TSGs

4.1
TSG CT
Mr Monrad (TSG CT Chairman) presented a report of the progress made by TSG CT [3GPP/PCG#32(14)04].  There were no matters arising from this report.
4.2
TSG RAN
Mr Flore (TSG RAN Chairman) presented a report of the progress made by TSG RAN [3GPP/PCG#32(14)05].  
It was noted that proposals for the development of spectrum related specifications within TSG RAN, while occupying a considerable amount of the committee time available, were outside of the discussions that take place on the prioritization of release content.  In this context, there are no competitive discussions on the prioritization of such work.

TSG RAN had updated the Terms of Reference for Task 160 (TTCN development) to reflect the work expected to be completed within 2014 [3GPP/PCG#32(14)16].  The revised Terms of Reference were approved.
Decision PCG32/2:
Revised Terms of Reference for Task 160 approved by the PCG [3GPP/PCG#32(14)16].
4.3
GERAN
Mr Wang Zhixi (TSG GERAN Vice-Chairman) presented a report of the progress made by TSG GERAN [3GPP/PCG#32(14)06].  There were no matters arising from this report.

4.4
TSG SA
Mr Bertenyi (TSG SA Chairman) presented a report of the progress made by TSG SA [3GPP/PCG#32(14)07].  
It was noted that, when considering the prediction dates for the completion of future releases, the distinction between the freeze of Stage 3 specifications and the availability of related ASN.1 was both unnecessary and unhelpful.  It was therefore considered that, for future releases, the TSGs should consider aligning on a single date for Stage 3 and ASN.1 completion. 

Decision PCG32/3:
For future Releases, the TSGs will consider aligning the predicted completion dates for Stage 3 and ASN.1 into a single date [3GPP/PCG#32(14)07].
It was also noted that the timing information presented to the outside world through the 3GPP Website was overly detailed and raised expectations that could often not be met.  It was believed that the only information that needed to be publicly provided was the predicted date for the freeze of Stage 3/ASN.1 for each future Release.

Decision PCG32/4:
For future Releases, the publicly available information on the 3GPP Website concerning their predicted completion should be limited to the freeze date for Stage 3 and ASN.1 [3GPP/PCG#32(14)07].
Mr Toche (TSG SA Vice Chairman) presented an update on the network management Multi-SDO Activity [3GPP/PCG#32(14)25].  Some concerns were raised for the time taken to complete this work and the need for results to be referenced by SA5 in a timely manner noted.

The Secretary presented a summary of the Features and Studies which are contained within those 3GPP Releases currently under preparation [3GPP/PCG#32(14)22].

Approval of 3GPP Work Programme

The Secretary presented a list of the new Features and Studies which were proposed for inclusion in the 3GPP Work Programme and those which were proposed for deletion [3GPP/PCG#32(14)23].  
The Work Programme changes were approved.

7
3GPP Support

7.1
Report of MCC Activities

The Secretary presented a report on the activities of MCC [3GPP/PCG#32(14)24].  There were no matters arising from this report.
7.2
Marketing and Communications
Mr Flynn (Marcoms Officer), presented a Communications Plan which contained an update on the marketing and communications activities for 2014 [3GPP/PCG#32(14)17].  There were no matters arising.
Mr Flynn (PCG Brand Evolution Ad Hoc Group Convenor), presented the findings of the Brand Evolution Ad Hoc Group [3GPP/PCG#32(14)18].  The report led to two recommendations: that a new marker should be chosen for the evolution beyond LTE Advanced with a date selected for when that new marker should be applied; and that the Ad Hoc Group should continue to monitor the manner in which other LTE derived terms were being used by Industry.  It was noted by Dr Juho Lee (TTA) that, in the context of the Ad Hoc Group findings, 3GPP was not in a position to assess the research activity about 5G using subjective terms such as “5H hyperbole”.
Based on the finding of the Ad Hoc Group, Mr Flore (RAN Chairman) proposed that a new marker should be identified and applied from Release 12 onwards [3GPP/PCG#32(14)15].

Mr Liu Hong (CCSA) also supported the need to identify a new marker, but preferred the discussion on the date of application to be deferred until after the new marker had been selected [3GPP/PCG#32(14)19].

Mr Lang (ETSI) proposed that the Ad Hoc Group be charged with drawing up a shortlist of candidate new markers from which the next PCG meeting could select one and that the earliest date from which the new marker should be applied was from Release 13 [3GPP/PCG#32(14)27].

Dr O’Brien (ATIS) proposed that the consideration of a new marker would be inappropriate until such times as the performance parameters of the Release to which the marker would apply had been defined.  In the meantime, the use of unofficial LTE-derived terms should be deprecated [3GPP/PCG#32(14)29].

In the discussion that ensued, many comments were made both supporting the need to define a new name based on the expected content of Release 12/13, and supporting the alternative approach of first defining the performance parameters and then discussing an appropriate new name.  It was also noted that, in both cases, legal issues with respect to trademarking, and the impact on 3GPP as a whole, would need to be assessed.
In conclusion, the Ad Hoc Group was requested to re-consider whether there is a compelling need for a new marker, based on the expected evolution of 3GPP release content.  That consideration should include an analysis of the pros and cons of developing a new marker and an assessment of the impact that it would have on 3GPP as a whole and for industry.

Action PCG32/1:  PCG Brand Evolution Ad Hoc Group to re-consider whether there is a compelling need for a new marker, based on the expected evolution of 3GPP release content, including an analysis of the pros and cons of developing a new marker and an assessment of the impact that it would have on 3GPP as a whole and for industry [3GPP/PCG#32(14)18].

Working Procedures and Working Methods

Dr Hyeonwoo Lee (TTA) presented the TTA view that regional balance had not been achieved during the last TSG leadership elections and that measures should be put in place to ensure that such balance is achieved during the next elections scheduled to take place in March 2015 [3GPP/PCG#32(14)31].

It was noted that, should changes to the 3GPP Working Procedures be considered appropriate, then the PCG Working Procedures Group would be able to undertake that work.  However, this would only be possible if clear principles had first been set by the PCG.
Many comments were made in support of the traditions which had been established since the outset of 3GPP and the need to strive for balance in terms of Partner, Region and Individual Member affiliation.  However, caution was also expressed in the need to retain democracy within the electoral process.  It was noted that the TSG Chairmen had established “best practise” in the handling of elections and that this had been very effective in achieving an element of balance.  However, it was also noted that this “best practise” was not foolproof.

In order to find a way forward, two examples were developed of text which could be added to the existing Working Procedures in order to improve the electoral process.  The examples were prepared for illustrative purposes only, with the intention that one or both of them may be considered as sufficient to define principles upon which further drafting could be undertaken.  The two examples are given below (with black font indicating existing text, and red italic font indicating new text):
(a) Chairman and Vice Chairmen should not be from the same region, Organizational Partner, or from the same group of companies, unless no other candidate is available.  The chairman and the first 2 elected vice chairs shall be from different regions. During a TSG election cycle it is desirable that all OPs are represented across the TSG leadership.  The delegates shall be made aware of the desirability of regional and OP balance across the TSGs.
(b) Chairman and Vice Chairmen should not be from the same region, Organizational Partner, or from the same group of companies, unless no other candidate is available.  The chairman and the first 2 elected vice chairs shall be from different regions.  The third vice chair shall be from a different organization partner.  The delegates shall be made aware of the desirability of regional and OP balance across the TSGs.
In considering the examples given above, it was concluded that they should both be further developed and be presented to the next PCG meeting in a more mature form.  A decision would then be made as to whether either of the options would be appropriate to include within the Working Procedures.  An assessment should also be made on the impact of introducing such text and the consequences for 3GPP.
Action PCG32/2:  PCG Working Procedures Group to further develop the two example electoral process text blocks drafted during PCG#32, to assess the impact of introducing such text, the consequences for 3GPP and present their findings to PCG#33 [3GPP/PCG#32(14)31].

Closing of Meeting and Next Meeting Dates

Mr Romano (TSG RAN Vice Chairman) presented a proposal formulated by the TSG Leaders, that future PCG/OP meetings be held in conjunction with the TSG Plenary meetings so as to reduce the travel burden of those PCG/OP delegates that also attend the TSG meetings [3GPP/PCG#32(14)13].  Mr Zelmer (ATIS) presented a similar proposal on behalf of ATIS [3GPP/PCG#32(14)30].
It was noted that, while the proposals took account of the cost savings which could result from the collocation of TSG and PCG meetings, there may be practical implications that had not yet been thoroughly considered.  These included timing issues relating to the preparation of accounts, calendar considerations which would need to take account of TSG and PCG delegation availability, and the need for Partners to consult their members on matters arising from the TSG meetings.
In conclusion, Mr Romano was invited to further explore the efficiencies that could be gained by collocating meetings of the TSGs and those of the PCG/OP, taking into account the practical issues that may arise from such an implementation.  The matter could then be considered further at PCG#33.  (Note: if a decision is made to collocate these meetings then that would not be implementable before PCG#35 (Autumn 2015)).
Action PCG32/3:  Mr Romano to further consider the possibility to collocate TSG and PCG meetings giving consideration to the practical issues which may arise from such an implementation [3GPP/PCG#32(14)13&30].
