3. Report – Last six months
In the six months since April, the marketing effort has revolved around getting news stories to the web site and in the preparation of videos and presentation materials for major events. 

As Release 12 reaches its completion, we have tried to provide compelling stories that portray the achievements that it brings, and look forward to another busy period that begins to un-fold with the start of work on Release 13.

As usual, emphasis has been on web, events and brand awareness and protection. Major stories have been adapted for the 3GPP web site, we have spoken at the major conferences in the period and the work on the PCG Branding ad-hoc is on-going.

What follows is a breakdown of the main areas covered by the marketing effort since April 2014.
3.1. 3GPP web publishing and social media

News stories
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In the past six months, we have published fifteen news stories on the site.

In July 2014, Balazs Bertenyi authored a 3GPP piece for the Eurescom message publication, with the 3GPP web version of the article having 3923 readers since July 16. 

On August 18, we published a second article on HetNets and Small Cells, looking at the impact of Release 12 on Heterogeneous network capabilities. 
Another successful story, covered the 3GPP workshop on LTE in unlicensed spectrum (after RAN#64). Attracting over 4600 hits since June 18.

3GPP Videos 
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Two videos have been published since PCG#32. 
The promotional film of the 3GPP charity run was made with the dual objective of providing those present with a lasting souvenir of the event and to allow those not present to see the fun and effort that was generated by the initiative. The video was shown to RAN and SA delegates on site, and has been on the home page of 3GPP for the period June – August 2014.

The second video was acquired from a contractor, as a 3GPP archive piece. This short overview of LTE/SAE has been available from a third party site, for several months – but it is now owned by us and is a part of our Vimeo archive – at https://vimeo.com/103905872. Negotiations are on-going with another producer, Mpirical, to get further tutorial videos on the site.

3.3.2. LTE Brand evolution
At PCG#33 there will be a separate PCG report on LTE and LTE-Advanced brand evolution, from the Marketing and Communications Officer, as convener of the LTE Brand Ad-Hoc Group.
3.3.3. The emergence of other LTE terms
With the success of LTE, there are a growing number of terms derived from it.

The ad-hoc group on branding has considered the impact of the usage of these terms at PCG#32 and has concluded that the activity of monitoring LTE terms should be carried out by the Marketing and Communications Officer. 
Contentious terms will be challenged under the guidance of the ETSI Legal advisor when appropriate and any action reported in the Marketing and Communications Plan.
3.3.4. LTE Trademark protection – USA
Notification was received from the trademark lawyers (HOFFMANN, EITLE) used by ETSI for the registration of the 3GPP mark, that we have until December 29, 2014 to renew the “3GPP” registration in the USA.
