Opening of Meeting and Chairman’s Remarks

Mr Romero (Chairman) opened the meeting and welcomed the delegates to Bundang.

Thanks were expressed to TTA for kindly hosting the meeting.
The Chairman informed the meeting that Mrs Brooks (TruePosition) had been invited to participate in this meeting for matters relating to item 8 (Working Procedures and Working Methods).

The list of participants is given at Annex E.
2
Approval of Agenda

The draft Agenda for the meeting was discussed and approved.  The approved Agenda is given at Annex A [3GPP/PCG#33(14)1r3].
The Chairman read the following Antitrust and Competition Law compliance statement to the meeting:

“I draw your attention to the fact that 3GPP activities are subject to antitrust and competition laws and that compliance with said laws is therefore required of any participant of this PCG meeting including the Chairman and Vice Chairmen. In case of question I recommend that you contact your legal counsel.  The present meeting shall be conducted with strict impartiality and in the interests of 3GPP.”

Approval of Report of PCG#30
The revised draft report of PCG#32 was presented and approved without further amendment [3GPP/PCG#32(14)35r2].

3.1
Review of Actions

The status of the actions arising from previous meetings was reviewed [3GPP/PCG#33(14)03].
Mr Romano had prepared an analysis of the proposal to collocate TSG and PCG meetings in response to Action PCG32/3 [3GPP/PCG#33(14)21r1].  During the discussion of this analysis it was noted that there were indeed economic advantages of collocating TSG and PCG meetings, especially for the TSG leadership.  When considering the participation of the TSG leadership in PCG meetings, it was noted that it was sufficient for the Chairman or one of the Vice-Chairman to represent each TSG and that it was not an obligation for all of the leaders to be present.  Moreover, the remote participation of TSG representatives should be considered in the future.
One disadvantage noted was that the Organizational Partner community had different Agenda conflicts than the TSG community (particularly at Head of Delegation level) and that finding dates that were acceptable to both communities may prove to be difficult.  Moreover, the benefit of being able to hold the PCG meetings in the Organizational Partner offices would be lost.  

The possibility to conduct PCG meetings by electronic means was also discussed.
In conclusion, it was agreed that the possibility of collocating PCG and TSG meetings, and conducting such meetings by electronic means, should be taken into account during the planning of future PCG meetings but that no specific rule should be established.  If electronic meetings are to be pursued then at least one physical meeting per year should be retained within the PCG calendar.  
Decision PCG33/2:
When setting the PCG meeting calendar, the possibility of collocating PCG meetings with TSG meetings should be taken into account as well as conducting such meetings electronically.  If electronic meetings are pursued then at least one physical PCG meeting per year should be retained  [3GPP/PCG#33(14)21r1].
4
Management Reports from TSGs

4.1
TSG CT
Mr Monrad (TSG CT Chairman) presented a report of the progress made by TSG CT [3GPP/PCG#33(14)04].  There were no matters arising from this report.
4.2
TSG RAN
Mr Flore (TSG RAN Chairman) presented a report of the progress made by TSG RAN [3GPP/PCG#33(14)05r1].  
TSG RAN had requested 754kEUR funding for the continuation of TTCN development within Task 160.  This request was endorsed by the PCG (with approval being deferred to the budget discussions during the Organizational Partners meeting to take place the following day).

Decision PCG33/3:
TSG RAN request for 754 kEUR funding for the continued preparation of TTCN within Task 160 endorsed by the PCG [3GPP/PCG#33(14)05r1].
The RAN Chairman raised awareness to the ongoing discussion within TSG RAN concerning supplementary downlink for LTE TDD [3GPP/PCG#33(14)05r1 slide 22].  Discussions within TSG RAN had reached a deadlock and the guidance of the PCG was sought.  It was noted that there were technical, regulatory and policy aspects to the ongoing discussion and that the interrelation between these aspects made it difficult for them to be addressed separately.  However, a better understanding of the technical feasibility of the proposal being made would help discussions of a regulatory or policy nature.  In conclusion, the TSG RAN Chairman proposed the creation of a study item in his name at the next meeting of TSG RAN, but that the study item would be limited to only obtaina better understanding of the technical feasibility and non-technical aspects and the study item would not lead to any recommendations with respect to normative work.  Once a better understanding of the technical and non-technical issues issues had been obtained, follow up actions could be further discussed.
Dr Wee (TTA) noted that 3GPP was not well equipped to deal with deadlock situations such as the one described above and that general consideration (i.e. not specific to the one described above) may need to be given in the future to the introduction of new processes and procedures.  It is expected that this matter will be addressed at the next meeting of the PCG.
4.3
GERAN
During the TSG GERAN meeting held in Valencia, 26-30 May 2014, Mr Olof Liberg (Ericsson, ETSI) had been elected by acclamation as TSG GERAN Chairman.  The PCG had appointed Mr Liberg as TSG GERAN Chairman by correspondence on 18 July in accordance with Article 14 of the 3GPP Working Procedures [3GPP/PCG#33(14)09].  
Mr Wang Zhixi (TSG GERAN Vice-Chairman), in the absence of Mr Liberg, presented a report of the progress made by TSG GERAN [3GPP/PCG#33(14)06r1].  There were no matters arising from this report.

4.4
TSG SA
Mr Bertenyi (TSG SA Chairman) presented a report of the progress made by TSG SA [3GPP/PCG#33(14)07]. .
The PCG had already been informed by correspondence of the creation of a new Working Group within TSG SA to address Mission Critical Communications denominated TSG SA WG6 [3GPP/PCG#33(14)16].  TSG SA had requested the provision of MCC support to SA6 and this request was endorsed by the PCG.
Decision PCG33/4:
TSG SA request for MCC support to be provided to SA6 endorsed by the PCG [3GPP/PCG#33(14)07].
5
3GPP Progress and Status of Activities
The Secretary presented a summary of the Features and Studies which are contained within those 3GPP Releases under preparation [3GPP/PCG#33(14)22].

6
Approval of 3GPP Work Programme

The Secretary presented a list of the new Features which were proposed for inclusion in the 3GPP Work Programme and those which were proposed for deletion [3GPP/PCG#33(14)23].  
The Work Programme changes were approved.

7
3GPP Support

7.1
Report of MCC Activities

The Secretary presented a report on the activities of MCC [3GPP/PCG#33(14)24].  
It was noted that there was an increasing tendency for 3GPP Working Groups to collocate their meetings.  With this tendency it is proving difficult to allocate MCC resources, since one Officer is required to be physical present at each Working Group meeting and if that if the tendency continues it would have budgetary consequences.  Interchanging Officers on a per meeting basis is one possibility but the differences in working methods deployed within each Working Group makes this more difficult and the assigned Officer may not be technically proficient in the subject matter of the Working Group he is asked to support.  TSG Chairmen were therefore encouraged to consider MCC support resources more carefully when planning to hold collated meetings.
It was noted that the creation of the new Working Group SA6 may provide opportunities to further explore more modern working practices such as remote participation.

7.2
Marketing and Communications
The Secretary, on behalf of Mr Flynn (Marcoms Officer), presented a Communications Plan which contained an update on the marketing and communications activities for 2014/2015 [3GPP/PCG#33(14)14]. 
It was noted that the Communications Plan had become more of a comprehensive bi annual update of activities and while no problems were seen with that approach a more appropriate title may need to be found for the document.
Also presented were the findings of the PCG Brand Evolution Ad Hoc Group [3GPP/PCG#33(14)15r1].  The Ad Hoc Group had concluded that it was too soon to decide whether brand evolution should take place at Release 13 completion or not, but that it was envisaged that TSGs#65&66 would approve the major part of the Release 13 work programme which would enable the TSG leadership to evaluate and advise on the technical viability of evolving the LTE brand.
Mrs Wang (CCSA) presented a similar proposal for the manner in which the LTE brand should evolve in the coming years [3GPP/PCG#33(14)25].  

It was noted that, from a performance point of view, incremental improvements were being made over time, while from a feature point of view, significant advancements were being made with the completion of Release 12.  However, it was still felt that it was too early to agree on brand evolution until some clarity had been provided on the content of Release 13 and the enhancements that that Release would bring.
It was also noted that, in the past, 3GPP brands had randomly appeared from the work programme in the form of cryptic abbreviations and that a better approach would be to define the brands in a more co-ordinated way.  However, it was clear that there was an industrial wish to evolve the brand rather soon and that if a coordinated approach was to slow down such evolution then there was a risk that industry would define its own new brand in an uncoordinated manner.

In conclusion, the Marcomms Officer was requested to work with the TSG Leadership in order to define the LTE brand evolution.  A proposal should be made to the next PCG which contains both the envisaged content to which the new brand would apply and the definition of the new brand itself.
Action PCG33/1: Marcomms Officer to work with the TSG Leadership in order to define the LTE brand evolution and to submit proposals to PCG#34 for approval [3GPP/PCG#33(14)15r1].
8
Working Procedures and Working Methods

The PCG had already approved changes to the 3GPP Working Procedures by correspondence on 25 July 2014, in respect of the settlement of the legal dispute between 3GPP and TruePosition [3GPP/PCG#33(14)10].  These changes had already been implemented within the 3GPP Working Procedures.
Mr Hayes (PCG Working Procedures Group Convenor) presented the results of the analysis undertaken by the PCG Working Procedures Group of the changes referred to above, which had taken place during the summer.  No changes had been proposed to the spirit of the settlement reached with TruePosition, but a number of editorial updates had been proposed by the Group to provide better understanding and improve clarity [3GPP/PCG#33(14)20].  Mrs Brooks (TruePosition) commented that as the proposed changes were aimed at improving clarity and understanding and did not change the spirit of the settlement reached she had no personal concerns with them, but that she could not speak on behalf of TruePosition’s legal counsel.  The PCG approved the proposed changes.
[Note, subsequent to the meeting, correspondence was received from TruePosition’s legal counsel in which two issues were raised that needed to be resolved before the exercise could be considered to be complete.  It was agreed that these issues should be addressed bilaterally by the respective legal counsels with the results being validated by the Working Procedures Group.  Once validated, further PCG approval will be sought by correspondence.  In the meantime, the changes contained in 3GPP/PCG#33(14)20 will not be implemented].
Action PCG33/2: ETSI Legal Counsel to work with TruePosition’s Legal Counsel to resolve comments relating to the 3GPP Working Procedures and to pass the result to the Working Procedures Group for validation.  Final PCG approval is to be sought by correspondence [3GPP/PCG#33(14)20].
Mr Hayes also presented an analysis of TSG leadership balance which had been undertaken at the request of PCG#32 [3GPP/PCG#33(14)19].  

It was noted that changes were expected to be made in the coming months to the number of Organizational Partners within the project and that this could materially affect the situation with respect to balance.  With this in mind, it was decided to defer further discussion on this subject until PCG#34.
Decision PCG33/6:
Further discussion on the subject of “balance among the 3GPP elected leadership” deferred until PCG#34.

It was noted however, that there are many activities underway in different regions to define the requirements for 5G and it was not clear at this stage how the different sets of requirements would be reconciled.
