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1  Discussion
ITU-R WP5D has communicated to 3GPP (RP-172144, RAN#78) the schedule for updating Recommendation ITU-R M.2012 (“Detailed specifications of the terrestrial radio interfaces of International Mobile Telecommunications Advanced (IMT-Advanced)”) to Revision 4, that is likely to be finalized by ITU-R in mid 2019 (pending final schedule).
RAN#78 approved the initial announcement (RP-172741/PCG40_07) toward Revision 4 of Rec ITU-R M.2012, with the understanding that Release and content of the submission will be decided at a later stage (i.e., no details are provided in RP-172741/PCG40_07).
PCG#37 decided that the system being developed within 3GPP will be known by the name “5G” from Release 15 onwards (Dec PCG37/06). Therefore, Release 15 represents a turning point in 3GPP Specs and it will be used as baseline for the 3GPP submission toward the draft new Recommendation ITU-R M.[IMT-2020.SPECS] (“Detailed specifications of the terrestrial radio interfaces of International Mobile Telecommunications-2020  (IMT‑2020)”), that is anticipated to be finalized in year 2020 (i.e., later than anticipated finalization of Revision 4 of Rec. ITU-R M.2012).
It is therefore felt appropriate, for consistency sake, to avoid any anticipation of Release 15 content prior to the finalization the draft new Recommendation ITU-R M.[IMT-2020.SPECS] in year 2020.

2  Proposal
It is proposed that the 3GPP submission toward Revision 4 of Rec. ITU-R M.2012 is based on Release 14.
