The draft report of PCG#41 was presented and approved without further amendment [3GPP/PCG#42(19)02].

3.1
Review of Actions

The status of the actions arising from previous meetings was reviewed [3GPP/PCG#42(19)03].  The following updates were noted:

A-PCG39/03 TSG RAN Chairman, assisted by Dr Khatibi (ATIS) and Mr Blust (ITU-R) to consider what could be done to dramatically simplify the way in which 3GPP and the ITU work together [3GPP/PCG#39(17)17].
While progress had been made on this action, and a document presented to this PCG meeting which contained a proposed way forward [3GPP/PCG#42(19)25], further work is required to bring this action to a conclusion.  The action therefore remains ongoing.  (See Agenda item 9 for further detail).  
A-PCG40/04 Mr Barclay (ATIS) to launch a discussion on the framework for remote access to 3GPP PCG/OP meetings on the 3GPP_HODS list with the aim of drawing conclusions by end June [3GPP/PCG#40(18)30].

Mr Barclay reported that discussion had taken place on the HoD list but documentation of the results would be done taking into account the experience gained during this PCG meeting.  The action therefore remains ongoing.
A-PCG41/01 IT Improvements Ad Hoc Group to study the conditions under which virtual presence in physical meetings/virtual meetings would be practicable and the types of tools that would be required to support them [3GPP/PCG#41(18)05].
As conclusions have not yet been drawn on the use of virtual presence/virtual meetings within 3GPP, it was considered premature to discuss the tools that would be required to support that use.  This action therefore remains ongoing.
A-PCG41/02 Working Procedures Ad Hoc Group to study the consequential changes that would be required to decision making procedures within 3GPP if virtual presence/virtual meetings were to be introduced [3GPP/PCG#41(18)05].
As noted above, conclusions have not yet been drawn on the use of virtual presence/virtual meetings within 3GPP, and it was therefore considered premature to discuss consequential changes to procedures.  This action therefore remains ongoing
A-PCG41/03 Organizational Partners to check that the links to their respective IPR declaration databases are correctly recorded on the 3GPP website and, if not, to provide updated links to the Secretary [3GPP/PCG#41(18)05].
The Secretary reported that all links on the 3GPP website had now been updated.  This action was therefore considered as discharged.
A-PCG41/04 Secretary to update the text concerning IPR on the 3GPP website including links to the Organizational Partners IPR declaration databases [3GPP/PCG#41(18)05].
While the links on the 3GPP website had been updated the associated text had not.  This was dependent on Action PCG41/05 below and therefore remains ongoing.
A-PCG41/05 Working Procedures Ad Hoc Group to review Article 55 to ensure that the text reflects the manner in which IPR is being treated within 3GPP [3GPP/PCG#41(18)05].
The Working Procedures Ad Hoc Group had provided a proposal to this PCG meeting which is discussed under item 8 of this report [3GPP/PCG#42(19)19].  The action remains ongoing.
A-PCG41/06 MCC to review the recommendations made by the IT Improvements Ad Hoc Group concerning 3GPP tools and present their finding back to the PCG [3GPP/PCG#41(18)21].
The Secretary reported that some progress had been made in evaluating the recommendations and that this would be completed by the next PCG meeting.  The action therefore remains ongoing.
4
Management Reports from TSGs

Ms Miller (Immediate Past PCG Chairman) presented the correspondence that had been exchanged with Verizon Wireless at the end of 2018 in response to the concerns they had raised about the 3GPP Release Planning process [3GPP/PCG#42(19)09].  Certain commitments had been made by 3GPP in that correspondence and it was expected that the progress made in discharging those commitments would be discussed at various points during the TSG Management Reports to this PCG meeting.  It was expected that before closing this meeting, a check would be made to ensure that a clear plan was in place to complete the commitments made.
CCSA had provided a related contribution which underlined the need for Release 15 Change Requests to be limited to Category F only (Correction) in order to ensure release stability [3GPP/PCG#42(19)24].  The TSG Chairmen confirmed that this was indeed the current understanding, but that better discipline was required by the Individual Members when selecting CR categories.  Nevertheless, the PCG reminded the TSG Chairmen of the need to enforce this rule.
Decision PCG42/02:
Reminder issued by the PCG to TSG Chairmen, that once a release has been functionally frozen the TSGs should only approve Category F CRs (Correction) [3GPP/PCG#42(19)24].

Mr Georg Mayer (Outgoing TSG CT Chairman) presented a report of the progress made by TSG CT [3GPP/PCG#42(19)04].  There were no matters arising from this report.
4.2
TSG RAN
Mr Bertenyi (TSG RAN Chairman) presented a report of the progress made by TSG RAN [3GPP/PCG#42(19)05]. 
Mr Zhao (CCSA) raised concerns on the use by TSG RAN of a Working Agreement to approve contentious change requests (aperiodic CSI-RS reporting) [3GPP/PCG#42(19)05 slide 9].  It was noted however, that this was an unusual step to be taken by TSG RAN, but had been necessary in order to progress the matter in which the majority had expressed their support.
Mr Romero (ETSI) questioned the actions that had been taken to alleviate work overload within the RAN Working Groups and to ensure the predictability of 3GPP Release scheduling.  [3GPP/PCG#42(19)05 slide 9].  This led to a more general debate on the manner in which the three TSGs co-ordinated their work and the approval process for agreeing the schedule and content for each Release.  The TSG RAN Chairman reported that the rules put in place to manage work overload within the RAN Working Groups were now being enforced and that improvements were already being observed.  However, concerns were still expressed by several parties on the approach taken to agree the timing and content of Release 17, the need for this to be well coordinated among the three TSGs and the role which the PCG should play in endorsing the overall schedule and any changes made to it.  The Chairman confirmed that it was indeed for the PCG to undertake this role and that the TSGs were expected to present a coordinated plan for the content and scheduling of each Release for such endorsement.
Action PCG42/01:
TSG Chairmen to present a coordinated plan for the content and scheduling of Release 17 (and subsequent Releases) for PCG endorsement.
In the context of the concerns that had been raised in the correspondence from Verizon Wireless regarding the Release planning process [3GPP/PCG#42(19)09], it was agreed that the improvements already implemented within the TSGs should be communicated as an intermediate response.  This should be followed by a more comprehensive communication following PCG#43.
Action PCG42/02:
TSG Chairmen and Heads of Delegation to prepare an intermediate response to the concerns raised by Verizon Wireless in respect of the 3GPP Release planning process [3GPP/PCG#42(19)09].
Action PCG42/03:
TSG Chairmen and Heads of Delegation to prepare a final response to the concerns raised by Verizon Wireless in respect of the 3GPP Release planning process following PCG#43 [3GPP/PCG#42(19)09].
TSG RAN had approved revised Terms of Reference for Task 160 (TTCN for 3GPP Terminals) detailing the work which would be undertaken during 2019 [3GPP/PCG#42(19)14].  These Terms of Reference were approved by the PCG.

Decision PCG42/04:
Revised Terms of Reference for Task 160 (TTCN for 3GPP Terminals) approved [3GPP/PCG#42(19)14].
4.3
TSG SA
Mr Guttman (Outgoing TSG SA Chairman) presented a report of the progress made by TSG SA [3GPP/PCG#42(19)06].  There were no matters arising from this report.
Mr Guttman also presented a summary of occurrences where regionally specific requirements had been successfully included within 3GPP specifications [3GPP/PCG#42(19)26].

The Secretary presented a summary of the Features and Studies which are contained within those 3GPP Releases under preparation [3GPP/PCG#42(19)33].  The summary was noted.

7.1
Report of MCC Activities

The Secretary presented a report on the activities of MCC [3GPP/PCG#41(18)20].  Arising from the report was the manner in which Organizational Partners undertook transposition of 3GPP specifications into their own deliverables.  The transposition process was seen as a cumbersome exercise and discussions at previous PCG meetings had led to the proposal that this would be better performed as a centralised and automated function performed by MCC.  However, efforts to automate the process had proven to be more complicated than first thought and there were concerns as to how such a centralised mechanism would be maintained over time.  After further discussion it was agreed to first undertake a high level review of the need to transpose 3GPP deliverables and, after such a review, to consider how best that need could be discharged and the support tools required.
Action PCG42/04:
Secretary to launch a high-level review among the Organizational Partners of the need to transpose 3GPP specifications into Partner deliverables.  Subsequent to that review, to consider how best that transposition need could be discharged and the support tools required [3GPP/PCG#42(19)20].
7.2
Marketing and Communications
Mr Flynn (Marcomms Officer), presented a report of the marketing and communications activities that had taken place since the last meeting and the outlook for activities expected to take place during 2019 [3GPP/PCG#42(19)16 & 36].  There were no matters arising from this report. 
8
Working Procedures and Working Methods

Mr Hayes (Working Procedures Convenor), presented the conclusions reached in response to the study undertaken on virtual presence and virtual meetings [3GPP/PCG#42(19)17&18].  This had led to a number of detailed recommendations being made.  Whilst the conclusions clearly indicated that a lot of effort had been spent discussing possible scenarios, there appeared to be a general reluctance to move towards virtual presence and virtual meetings because of the logistical problems that this would raise.  It was also noted that there was nothing within the existing Working Procedures that prevent virtual presence and virtual meetings for those groups that wish to use these methods and that further experimentation could be consider on this basis, particularly for the remote monitoring of meetings.  The IT Improvements Group was therefore requested to consider the possibility to introduce trials within some of the smaller working groups and to report the experience gained.

Action PCG42/05: Mr Guttman (IT Improvements Group) to consider the possibility to introduce remote monitoring trials within some of the smaller working groups and to report the experience gained to PCG [3GPP/PCG#42(19)17&18].
As the Recommendations made by the Working Procedures Group had arrived rather late for this meeting it was agreed that their approval should be sought by correspondence 
Action PCG42/06: Secretary to seek approval by correspondence of the Recommendations made by the Working Procedures Group in respect of virtual presence and virtual meetings [3GPP/PCG#42(19)18].
Mr Hayes (Working Procedures Convenor), presented the conclusions reached in response to the study to review Article 55 to ensure that the text reflects the manner in which IPR is being treated within 3GPP [3GPP/PCG#42(19)19].  The following recommendations had been made:

· Recommendation – Remove Incorrect Statement in Article 55 
The PCG shall maintain a register of IPR declarations relevant to 3GPP, received by the Organizational Partners.
· Addition Question – Should Alternative Text describing the OP registries be provided (before the paragraph “Organizational Partners should encourage…” ?)
Each Organizational Partner shall maintain a public register of IPR declarations relevant to 3GPP received by the Organizational Partner.
The proposal to delete the current incorrect text within Article 55 was not disputed.  However, it was not clear whether further text should be added to the Article to clarify more precisely how intellectual property was treated within 3GPP.  It was therefore concluded that the Organizational Partners should review the proposals contained in document PCG42_19 and to confirm their acceptance of them or to provide alternative proposals.  This should ideally be achieved within one month.
Action PCG42/07:
Secretary to launch a discussion among the Organizational Partners of the proposals made in respect of Article 55 of the Working Procedures (Intellectual Property) and to determine the appropriate text to be included within that Article (ideally within one month) [3GPP/PCG#42(19)20].

Mr Bertenyi (TSG RAN Chairman) presented a proposal on how the IMT-2020 submission to ITU-R could be handled given that the Release 16 schedule had slipped from December 2019 to March 2020 [3GPP/PCG#42(19)15].  A more detailed proposal had been prepared by Mr Blust (ITU-R) [3GPP/PCG#42(19)38].  Of particular importance within both proposals was the time that each Organizational Partner required for the transposition of 3GPP specifications which at present was unknown.  It was agreed that this knowledge was a prerequisite to be able to conclude on the most appropriate process to be followed.  Once this information had been obtained in should be possible for Mr Bertenyi and Mr Blust to agree a way forward.

Action PCG42/10:
Organizational Partners to inform the TSG RAN Chairman of the time required for the transposition of 3GPP specification that were destined for inclusion in the IMT-2020 submission [3GPP/PCG#42(19)15&38].
Action PCG42/11:
TSG RAN Chairman and Mr Blust to determine the most appropriate process to be followed for the 3GPP based IMT-2020 submission to ITU-R, to accommodate the change in Release 16 scheduling [3GPP/PCG#42(19)15&38].
Mr Bertenyi (TSG RAN Chairman) presented a proposal as to simplify the handling of correspondence between 3GPP and the ITU [3GPP/PCG#42(19)25].  As this proposal had implications on the Organizational Partners, further discussion was deferred to the OP meeting to take place the following day.
Ms Lee (TTA) presented TTA concerns on the use of references to 3GPP specifications when communicating with the ITU rather than using OP transposed references [3GPP/PCG#42(19)22].  The Organization Partners were invited to take note of these concerns.

Matters Arising from MRPs
5G-AA

Mr Flament (5G-AA) presented a report on the activities of the 5G Automotive Association [3GPP/PCG#42(19)35].  Also presented were the results of an “MRP Conference” ”, entitled “5G Vertical users Workshop”, that had taken place in Brussels on 12-13 February [3GPP/PCG#42(19)29].  Resulting from the “MRP Conference” a clear need had been identified for assistance to be given to new industry sectors on their arrival in 3GPP.  This was currently taken place in an ad hoc manner but could be formulated within a “newcomers” guide”.  Mr Mayer (TSG SA Chairman) informed the meeting that he intended to document his thoughts on how this could best be achieved and present them to PCG#43.

5G Americas

Mr Lipford (5G Americas) presented a report on the activities of 5G Americas [3GPP/PCG#42(19)10].

It was noted that COAI was of the opinion that 3GPP had taken into account the requirements from India, with TR 37.910 reporting that 3GPP technologies meet and, in some cases exceed, the required targets set within ITU-R M.2410.  However, this did not prevent new requirements from emerging at a later date which could be included within 3GPP in its subsequent Releases.

GSMA
Mr Hutton (GSMA) presented a report on the activities of the GSM Association [3GPP/PCG#42(19)31].  Also presented was a contribution which informed the PCG of the availability of a tool which had been designed for the automated checking of specification [3GPP/PCG#42(19)32].  Given the complexity of this contribution the Secretary was requested to arrange for an MCC evaluation of it in order to determine the suitability of the use of this tool within 3GPP.
Action PCG42/12:
Secretary to arrange for an MCC evaluation of the automated specification tool proposed by GSMA in order to determine the suitability of the use of this tool within 3GPP [3GPP/PCG#42(19)32].
5G-IA
Mr Bienaimé (5G-IA) presented a report on the activities of the 5G Infrastructure Association informing the meeting that this would be the last PCG meeting that he would attend as he was retiring from 5G-IA [3GPP/PCG#42(19)42]. He expressed his satisfaction after having participated during 16 years in 3GPP-PCG, at first as chairman of the UMTS Forum from 2003 to 2016, then as Secretary General of the 5G-IA since 2016.
