In the recent TSG RAN #85 meeting held in Newport Beach, California from 16-20 September 2019, important discussion took place under agenda item 7 on ITU Aspects.  This is reported in summary form in 3GPP Document SP-190951 (Report from RAN#85 – Slides 9/10 - ITU Aspects).  ATIS commends TSG RAN and the ITU-R Ad Hoc for their diligence in this work.
Because of the important nature of this work, ATIS wishes to provide its support for the decisions taken in RAN #85 on the matters associated with the 3GPP work on IMT-2020.  ATIS has some specific observations expressed below.
ATIS also notes one item in the Report that requires the OPs to provide guidance to 3GPP and is…”RAN was of the view that for the GCS for Rel 15 the version to be submitted is the June 2020 version after CRs (TSGs#88), however, confirmation is sought from PCG/OP in October”.  ATIS provides a proposal below.
Views/Proposals
ATIS provides its views/proposals on decisions expressed on IMT-2020 work in TSG RAN #85 as noted in 3GPP Document SP-190951 (Report from RAN#85 - Slide 11 - ITU Related Matters):

RAN took into account this information and the following decisions were taken concerning the finalization of 3GPP inputs to Rec [IMT.2020.Specs] (submission to WP5D due in June 2020 and TSG):
3GPP Decision: Only RAN specifications will be part of the Global Core Specifications and the corresponding transpositions by 3GPP OPs. CT and SA relevant specifications will be provided to WP5D only for information (e.g. table providing number and title of the specifications)
ATIS View:  ATIS supports this decision as it is in alignment with past practices for IMT Recommendations such as that for IMT-Advanced  Rec. ITU-R M.2012.
3GPP Decision: RAN mandated ITU-R Ad-Hoc to start the drafting-
The document shall provide an overview of the 3GPP 5G technology (two Sections: one for the NR+LTE SRIT, one for the NR RIT)
First draft expected for December TSGs, Final document to be approved at March TSGs
[bookmark: _GoBack]The two GCSs from 3GPP (one for the NR+LTE SRIT, one for the NR RIT) should be provided according to the way forward agreed in PCG#43. Reference PCG43_9 and PCG43_11r1 (now revised as PCG43_16).
ATIS View:  Drafting of Materials - ATIS supports this approach in 3GPP RAN on the initiation of drafting of the relevant 3GPP materials that will be required for the development of the new Recommendation ITU-R M.[IMT-2020.SPECS].  ATIS also notes the detail schedule provided in liaison received from WP 5D, included in 3GPP document RP-191648[footnoteRef:1].  ATIS wishes to ensure that 3GPP meets the revenant provisions of information to ITU-R by the established deadlines for not only this initial material, but also that required throughout the ITU-R IMT-2020 process.  ATIS thanks TSG-RAN and the ITU-R Ad Hoc for its oversight and management of these deliverables. Way Forward on GCSs - ATIS further notes from the report, that TSG RAN has been made aware of the specific exceptional circumstance required for the provision of the relevant 3GPP GCSs for IMT-2020 to the ITU-R and welcomes the coordination of the work in TSG RAN and by the MCC in meeting this need by the relevant ITU-R deadlines.  
Regarding documents PCG43_9 and PCG43_11 (now revised as PCG43_16), in the discussions in TSG RAN, 
· ATIS understands it was indicated in the meeting discussions that these two documents provide complementing details on the way forward.   It was also noted that only minor adjustments may be needed in the procedures/dates expressed within these two documents as this exception way forward process unfolds – and that this can be addressed on an on-going basis through coordination dialog.

· ATIS supports the views expressed above by the meeting on PCG43_9 and PCG43_16 and suggests that the close coordination between TSG RAN, ITU-R and the MCC leadership/experts[footnoteRef:2] on the way forward continue for mutual benefit. 3GPP Decision: RAN agreed that for the GCS for Rel 16 the version to be submitted is the June 2020 version after CRs (TSGs#88)
ATIS View:  ATIS is of the understanding that 3GPP, as well as the OPs, had previously been of the view that the Release 15 and Release 16 specification versions for IMT-2020 GCS and transpositions would be aligned at the same point in time for versioning.  Further, it was the common view to use of the results of the June 2020 TSGs (after implementation of CRs from TSG #88) as these specifications are based on the frozen ASN.1 and are to be utilized as the basis for the GCS and the OP (SDO) transpositions into the matching standards.  ATIS therefore supports this decision on the Release 16 version of the materials.
3GPP Decision: RAN was of the view that for the GCS for Rel 15 the version to be submitted is the June 2020 version after CRs (TSGs#88), however, confirmation is sought from PCG/OP in October
ATIS Proposal:  From the preceding discussion on the Release version, ATIS has previously supported the alignment of the Release 15 and Release 16 versions to be used new Recommendation ITU-R M.[IMT-2020.SPECS] and does not understand at this stage of the work why this might be in question.  It important in the Recommendation that there is this alignment and that the 3GPP 5G technologies are both current to this same June 2020 timeframe in their technical specifications. And from a transposition view, both Rel 15 and Rel 16 transpositions can be accommodated in the 12+ weeks now afforded to the OPs as a result of the WP 5D schedule adjustments[footnoteRef:3]. ATIS proposes the Release 15 specification version for the IMT-2020 GCS and transpositions in 3GPP should utilize the results of the June 2020 TSGs (after implementation of CRs from TSG #88), as has been previously understood, and invites the OPs to confirm this view to 3GPP TSGs.
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
