The Chairman read the following Antitrust and Competition Law compliance statement to the meeting:

The draft report of PCG#42 was presented and approved without further amendment [3GPP/PCG#43(19)02].

3.1
Review of Actions

The status of the actions arising from previous meetings was reviewed [3GPP/PCG#43(19)35].  The following updates were noted:

A-PCG40/04 Mr Barclay to launch a discussion on the framework for remote access to 3GPP PCG/OP meetings on the 3GPP_HODS list with the aim of drawing conclusions by end June [3GPP/PCG#40(18)30].
It was noted that progress had been made based on the experience gained during recent PCG meetings and that conclusions should be available for PCG#44.
A-PCG42/12 To arrange for an MCC evaluation of the automated specification tool proposed by GSMA in order to determine the suitability of the use of this tool within 3GPP [3GPP/PCG#43(19)32].
The Secretary explained that MCC had worked with the tool developer (Sprint) to fully understand the functionality of this tool.  In the shorter term, consideration would be given to hosting the tool on the Forge so that it can be accessed by 3GPP rapporteurs and used during the specification drafting stage.  In the longer term, consideration will be given to including this functionality as an integral part of the specification drafting environment.  The tool developers from Sprint had kindly offered to give a presentation of their tool at this PCG meeting which included a video example of the tool in action [3GPP/PCG#43(19)18&38].  In conclusion, Sprint confirmed their willingness to make this tool available to those who wished to use it (including the hosting of the tool on third party sites) and to assist in its further development and wider use within 3GPP.
4
Management Reports from TSGs

4.1
TSG CT
Mr Morand (TSG CT Chairman) presented a report of the progress made by TSG CT [3GPP/PCG#43(19)04].  
It was noted that TSC CT intended to carry out a review of the terms of reference of its working groups as they appeared to be outdated in some areas.  The PCG believed that TSG’s SA and RAN should undertake a similar action to ensure that the terms of reference of all groups within 3GPP were up to date.
Action PCG43/01: TSG Chairmen to undertake a review of the terms of reference of their respective working groups to ensure that they are up to date.

TSG RAN
Mr Bertenyi (TSG RAN Chairman) presented a report of the progress made by TSG RAN [3GPP/PCG#43(19)05].   The only matter arising from this report was the decision needed on which version of 3GPP specifications should be submitted to the ITU as the Global Core Specifications (GCS).  This matter is further discussed under section 9 of this report.
4.3
TSG SA
Mr Mayer (TSG SA Chairman) presented a report of the progress made by TSG SA [3GPP/PCG#43(19)06].  
Mrs Kumar (TSDSI) commented on the need to strengthen the relationship between 3GPP and oneM2M as there were apparent synergies that would be mutually beneficial.  The TSG SA Chairman expressed his willingness to exploit such synergies but noted that this could only be done on the basis of consolidated individual member contributions on the subject.
Also presented was a liaison statement that had been sent to the O-Ran Alliance, in response to a liaison received from them, in which greater co-ordination between the two organizations was sought [3GPP/PCG#43(19)17].

3GPP Progress and Status of Activities
The Secretary presented a summary of the Features and Studies which are contained within those 3GPP Releases under preparation [3GPP/PCG#43(19)19].  The summary was noted.
6
Approval of 3GPP Work Programme

The Secretary presented a list of the new Features which were proposed for inclusion in the 3GPP Work Programme and those which were proposed for deletion since PCG#42 [3GPP/PCG#43(19)20].  
The Work Programme changes were approved.
Decision PCG43/02:
Changes to the 3GPP Work Programme approved [3GPP/PCG#43(19)20].
7
3GPP Support

7.1
Report of MCC Activities

The Secretary presented a report on the activities of MCC [3GPP/PCG#43(19)23]. 
Mr Barclay (ATIS) commented on the manner in which the Organizational Partners were transposing 3GPP output into SDO deliverables and the need to reduce the amount of effort required to do this.  Consideration had previously been given the development of a centrally hosted tool to simplify this task but there remained questions as to the precise functionality of such a tool and the extent to which it should produce SDO specific deliverables.  All Partners had agreed that transposition needed to be continued and that they would each nominate a representative to help establish a common set of transposition requirements and to investigate what could be done in the shorter term to reduce the amount of effort required for this task.
Action PCG43/02:
Organizational Partners to nominate a representative to help establish a common set of transposition requirements and to investigate what could be done in the shorter term to reduce the amount of effort required for this task [3GPP/PCG#43(19)23].
In the longer term, it was expected that the need to produce SDO specific deliverables as part of the transposition process would be included in the new specification drafting environment under development.
The Secretary also presented a response to the recommendations made by the IT Improvements Ad Hoc Group [3GPP/PCG#43(19)10]. Included within this response was the proposal to introduce “Super Features” as a means to help identify related work being undertaken within the project which could not otherwise be found from the work programme.  After some discussion it was generally agreed that finding related work within the project was not easy and that ways should be found to try to improve this.  However, it was felt that the establishment of “Super Features,” while being a noble aim, would be too complex to implement.  It was also noted that the TSGs were already looking at alternative solutions.  In conclusion, it was agreed to ask the IT Improvements Ad Hoc Group, in conjunction with the TSG Chairmen, to review the responses that MCC had provided to their recommendations on the accessibility of 3GPP’s work.
Action PCG43/03:
IT Improvements Ad Hoc Group, in conjunction with the TSG Chairmen, to review the responses that MCC had provided to their recommendations on the accessibility of 3GPP’s work [3GPP/PCG#43(19)10].
7.2
Marketing and Communications
The Secretary, on behalf of Mr Flynn (Marcomms Officer), presented a report of the marketing and communications activities that had taken place since the last meeting and the outlook for activities expected to take place during the remainder of 2019 [3GPP/PCG#43(19)15].  There were no matters arising from this report. 
8
Working Procedures and Working Methods

Mr Hayes (Working Procedures Convenor), presented conclusions reached on the subject of Working Agreements [3GPP/PCG#43(19)14].  The existing Working Procedures required a quorum to be reached when voting took place on the adoption of a Working Agreement.  However, recent events had shown that obtaining a quorum could be problematic as, by definition, Working Agreements were often of such a nature as to be of limited interest to the wider community.  The Working Procedures Group had therefore proposed to modify the relevant text of the Working Procedures as follows:
Annex G:
Working agreements
- If a challenge is received, then a formal vote on the working agreement will occur at the designated meeting.  Voting on working agreements is a standing part of meeting agendas. If the draft agenda for the designated meeting has already been issued, then it will be updated to include the potential for voting on the working agreement.  Voting is as described in articles 25,& 26, and 32 of the working procedures with the exception that the requirement for quorum is waived.
The PCG approved this change to the Working Procedures.
Decision PCG43/03:
Changes to the Working Procedures agreed by PCG removing the requirement for a quorum when voting for the adoption of working agreements [3GPP/PCG#43(19)14].
Action PCG43/04:
MCC to implement changes to the Working Procedures removing the requirement for a quorum when voting for the adoption of working agreements [3GPP/PCG#43(19)14].
Mr Hayes, on behalf of Mr Guttman, also presented a status update on the work of the work of the IT Improvements Ad Hoc Group [3GPP/PCG#43(19)24].  It was noted that, implicit within the report, was the intention to undertake trials of remote monitoring of meetings and that this would have a budgetary consequence.
9
Matters Arising from ITU

It was noted that the following document had been approved by the PCG by correspondence on 14 June 2019:

Draft LTI on 3GPP final technology submission of 3GPP 5G solutions for IMT-2020 [SP-190576] [3GPP/PCG#43(19)07].
The following document had been submitted to this PCG meeting for information:

Liaison Statement to 3GPP Proponent Concerning the time interval to provide transposing references for IMT-2020 [SP-190576] [3GPP/PCG#43(19)08].
Dr Khatibi (ATIS) referred to three contributions which outlined the decisions needed in respect of 3GPP’s submissions to the ITU [3GPP/PCG#43(19)9,11&12].  It was noted that these contributions had been succeeded by documents 3GPP/PCG#43(19)16&22.  After further discussion, the proposals made in document 3GPP/PCG#43(19)22 were approved and confirmation given that the versions of specification to be used for both the Rel15 and Rel 16 submission to the ITU should be those based on the June 2020 versions.

Decision PCG43/04:
Method for completing the 3GPP submissions to the ITU IMT-2020 process agreed and confirmation given that the versions of specification to be used for both the Rel15 and Rel 16 submission to the ITU should be those based on the June 2020 versions [3GPP/PCG#43(19)22].
It was noted that “Form A” of the submission process needed to be signed by the Organizational Partners by 15 November 2019.
