Introduction

3GPP has converted all its meetings to Electronic format in Q1 and Q2. Most of the E-meetings held during Q1 have been predominantly based on E-mail, but some groups have used GoToWebinar as a useful and practical add-on to make progress. In particular, RAN2 and RAN3 have taken GoToWebinar in use, albeit mostly only using its audio-conferencing feature. The experience with GTW in these meetings has been positive, and it is found that wider use of this tool would greatly facilitate progress during 3GPP E-meetings.

This contribution proposes for PCG to recognize GoToWebinar (and GoToMeeting) as an official tool for 3GPP E-meetings and take the necessary practical actions in this regard.

Proposal

In order to facilitate further improvement of E-meeting efficiency it is proposed for PCG to take the following actions:
1. Formally acknowledge that GoToMeeting and GoToWebinar are official tools of 3GPP, similar way as e.g. Microsoft Word is. 
2. Investigate and ensure that there are sufficient number of GoToMeeting and GoToWebinar licenses for the needs of electronic WG and TSG meetings. An initial estimate for the number of licenses needed is described in the Annex. It is expected that MCC will finetune this list together with the WG and TSG leaders over the coming weeks.
To ensure flawless operation of GoToWebinar (and GoToMeeting) OPs (and their Members) are encouraged to:
1.
check that their respective region’s IT infrastructure does not prevent the use of the full functionality set of GoToWebinar (and GoToMeeting).
2.
ask their Members to ensure that their individual Company IT policies allow for full use of GoToWebinar (and GoToMeeting) with all its functionalities.
