This proposal has the following impacts on 3GPP:
· 3GPP should be able to complete Rel 17 by December 2022, even by taking into account the worst case scenarios

· Based on the progress of Rel 17, 3GPP can decide which version of Rel 17 specifications to submit
· The impact on 3GPP OPs for the transposition of the relevant specification is limited, since the majority of the specifications requiring transposition for M.2012 are the same as those required for M.2150.
Therefore it is proposed to provide an answer to WP5D (this document) indicating that 3GPP has no concern with the proposal from WP5D.

Actions:

3GPP ITU-R Ad Hoc asks 3GPP TSG RAN to review this document and submit the endorsed version to SA by March 25, 2021.

3GPP TSG SA should review the outcome of RAN#91 and if agreeable submit the endorsed version to PCG.
It is reminded that before final submission to ITU-R, in footnote 1 of this document, the source PCG doc number has to be updated as soon as it is available.

The submission deadline to ITU-R is May 31, 2021. Therefore, 3GPP PCG is asked to approve the document at PCG#46e, and provide the approved version of the material to ATIS.

The final version of the document will be submitted to ITU-R WP5D by ATIS on behalf of 3GPP OPs.
