In the LS from ITU-R WP5D in RP-210747, the group “kindly invite the GCS Proponents of IMT-Advanced for Revision 5 of Recommendation ITU-R M.2012, to provide relevant materials for Recommendations ITU R M.2070 and ITU-R M.2071, consistent with the Revision 5 of Recommendation ITU-R M.2012. The Revision 5 of Recommendation ITU-R M.2012 is planned for completion by WP 5D in October 2021.” TSG RAN has tasked RAN4 and RAN5 to respond on the updates. 
However, RAN4 and RAN5 concluded that it was not possible to finalize a complete update of the two Recommendations in time for submission to TSG RAN#93-e. 
The update has now been completed through a joint effort in RAN4 and RAN5.
Actions:

3GPP TSG RAN asks 3GPP TSG SA to review this document and provide feedbacks to the PCG, by December 17, 2021. 

It is reminded that before final submission to ITU-R, in footnote 1 of this document, the source PCG doc number has to be updated as soon as it is available.

The submission deadline for the submission of the material to ITU-R is January 31st, 2022. Therefore, 3GPP PCG is asked to approve this document by correspondence by January 24th, 2022.

3GPP contribution to Revision of Recommendations ITU-R M.2070 and ITU-R M.2071 on Unwanted Emissions of IMT-Advanced
In the document ITU-R WP5D/TEMP/327(Rev.1), the group “kindly invite the GCS Proponents of IMT-Advanced for Revision 5 of Recommendation ITU-R M.2012, to provide relevant materials for Recommendations ITU R M.2070 and ITU-R M.2071, consistent with the Revision 5 of Recommendation ITU-R M.2012. The Revision 5 of Recommendation ITU-R M.2012 is planned for completion by WP 5D in October 2021.” 
This contribution provides the updated material on LTE-Advanced, concerning Annex 1 of ITU-R Recommendation M.2070 and Annex 1 of ITU-R Recommendation M.2071.

In particular, 3GPP TSG RAN would like to inform ITU-R WP5D that ITU-R Recommendation M.2070 is based on information from 3GPP TS 36.141 for E-UTRA BS and TS 37.141 for MSR BS. The existing revision 1 of ITU R M.2070 is aligned with ITU-R M.2012-2 and based on TS 36.141/37.141 v12.6.0 (2014-12). The updated unwanted emissions recommendations should therefore be aligned with revision 5 of M.2012, which is based on the 2021-06 (Rel-16) version of 3GPP specifications (16.10.0 for the respective BS specs). It has to be noted that these updates are essentially already completely covered by specifications referred to in the URL references in ITU-R M.2012-5.
The proposed update of M.2070 (Annex 1) is in attachment, covering E-UTRA BS and MSR BS. The following 3GPP specifications have been used as reference for the update:
· 3GPP TS 36.141 v16.10.0 (2021-06), “Evolved Universal Terrestrial Radio Access (E-UTRA); Base Station (BS) conformance testing (Release 16)”

· 3GPP TS 37.141 v16.10.0 (2021-06), “NR, E-UTRA, UTRA and GSM/EDGE; Multi-Standard Radio (MSR) Base Station (BS) conformance testing (Release 16)”

ITU-R Recommendation M.2071 is based on information from 3GPP TS 36.521-1 for E-UTRA UE. The existing revision 1 of ITU R M.2071 is aligned with ITU-R M.2012-2 and based on TS 36.521-1 V12.6.0 (2015-06). The updated unwanted emissions recommendations should therefore be aligned with revision 5 of M.2012, which is based on the 2021-06 (Rel-16) version 16.9.0 of 3GPP specification. It has to be noted that these updates are essentially already completely covered by specifications referred to in the URL references in ITU-R M.2012-5.
The proposed update of M.2071 (Annex 1) is in attachment.
All changes compared to ITU-R Recommendation M.2070 and ITU-R Recommendation M.2071 are given with revision marks.
