Subramaniam (PCG Chair) opened the meeting and welcomed the participants to the virtual meeting.  A minute of silence was observed for Mr Don Zelmer, a long-standing contributor to the PCG, who had sadly passed away since the last meeting.

The PCG Chair read the following Antitrust and Competition Law compliance statement to the meeting:

Review of Actions

The status of the actions arising from previous meetings was reviewed [3GPP/PCG#48(22)03].  The following updates were noted:

A-PCG43/03 IT Improvements Ad Hoc Group & TSG Chairmen to review the responses that MCC had provided to their recommendations on the accessibility of 3GPP’s work [3GPP/PCG#43(19)10].
Mr Guttman (IT Improvement Ad Hoc Group Convenor) reported that no progress had been for a considerable time as other tasks had taken priority.  As it was unlikely that any further work would be done with this specific action it was agreed to consider it as discharged.
A-PCG47/06a TSG Chairs to make sure that current and future meeting timetables are compatible with the welfare of delegates and support staff and to collect feedback from delegates on their current views of the meeting schedule on their welfare [3GPP/PCG#47(21)27].
It was noted that considerable work had been undertaken in the planning of future 3GPP meetings based on work done in the Meeting Hosting Study Group and that this action could now be considered as discharged.

3GPP Support

7.1
Report of MCC Activities

The Secretary presented a report on the activities of MCC [3GPP/PCG#48(22)19].
Mr Sharp (ATIS) commented on the development of the New Working Methods (NWM) platform and the intention for that platform to be adapted for specification drafting, stressing the need for the transposition of those specifications into Partner deliverables to be included within the platform design.  Mr Weiler (ETSI) commented on the urgency to move the NWM towards specification drafting capability and that the start of 6G work within 3GPP would be a suitable target date for that capability to be in place.  It was noted that TSG RAN (and its working groups) were making extensive use of NWM but differences in working methods had not yet made similar use within TSG SA and TSG CT practicable.  SA and CT had however modernised their working methods by the use of the 3GPP Forge.

7.2
Marketing and Communications
Mr Flynn (Marcomms Officer) presented a report of the marketing and communications activities that had taken place since the last meeting and the plan for activities to be undertaken in 2022 [3GPP/PCG#48(22)23].  
It was noted that the 3GPP Highlights publication was made available in both electronic and paper format and the need for the paper version was questioned.  Mr Flynn commented that he would reconsider the publication formats of 3GPP Highlights by polling the recipients to ensure that the printing of paper copies was justified. 
8
Working Procedures and Working Methods

The PCG had approved by correspondence three recommendations from the Working Procedures Groups as follows:
· Consideration of e-meetings in calculating voting rights
· Introduction of a transition voting pause
· Introduction of Voting Rights Hardship Exemptions
Decision PCG48/03:
Changes to 3GPP Working Procedures concerning the calculation of voting rights, introducing a transition voting pause and voting rights hardship exemptions approved by correspondence [3GPP/PCG#48(22)10, 11, 12 & 13].
Mr Hayes (Working Procedures Group Convenor) presented a report on the latest activities of the Working Procedures Group [3GPP/PCG#48(22)31].  The Working Procedures Group had observed that different groups handle registration deadlines, deadline publication, and registration enforcement differently and that the existing procedures were out of date.  This raised the question of whether the group should start the task of updating them.  The value of having harmonized procedures was well understood but there were known cases where some differences were justified.  The Working Procedures was therefore requested to revisit these procedures with the intention of harmonizing them to the extent possible and clearly documenting differences in justified cases
Action PCG48/01:
 Working Procedures Group to consider the existing procedures relating to meeting registration, publication deadlines and registration enforcement with the objective of harmonizing those procedures to the extent possible and clearly documenting justified differences [3GPP/PCG#48(22)31].

The Working Procedures Group had also noticed that there were other parts of the Working Procedures which were out of date and needed revision.  It was however decided not to embark on that task until the future of Annex I (Special procedures for exceptional situations restricting travel) is decided.
Decision PCG48/04:
General updating of out of date text within the 3GPP Working Procedures will be updated when the future of Annex I (Special procedures for exceptional situations restricting travel) is decided  [3GPP/PCG#48(22)31].
Mr Mayer (TSG SA Chair) presented a contribution which considered the possible continuation of a Mixed-Mode meeting setting once Annex I had been deactivated [3GPP/PCG#48(22)30].  Clarity was needed as to what exactly would happen once Annex I was deactivated and whether the provisions made in that Annex would be would lost in their entirety or whether some of those provisions would be introduced within the main body of the Working Procedures.  
It was noted that, whilst it was difficult to foresee exactly when conditions would be such that Annex I could be deactivated, the decision to deactivate would be made by the PCG.  Moreover, as a precursor to any such decision, the PCG would need to consider any consequential changes that may need to be made to the Working Procedures.  It was also noted that more experience was required in the use of the Mixed-Mode meeting setting before decisions could be made concerning meeting settings in the longer term.  
It was agreed that there will be a post Annex I discussion at the PCG level to evaluate how to move forward related to pandemic measures such as Annex I changes, pandemic related hosting guidelines, and centralized planning of f2f meetings
In the meantime, the TSG Chairs were requested to coordinate their meeting planning so that all TSGs meetings in a plenary session meet in the same way (e.g. a face-to-face session or an electronic session) for the time that Annex I is activated.
Decision PCG48/05:
The decision to deactivate Annex I of the Working Procedures, and consequential changes that may be required to those Working Procedures, to be taken by the PCG at the appropriate time [3GPP/PCG#48(22)30].
Action PCG48/02:

TSG Chairs to coordinate their meeting planning so that all TSGs meetings in a plenary session meet in the same way (e.g. a face-to-face session or an electronic session) for the time that Annex I is activated [3GPP/PCG#48(22)30].
Mr Sharp (ATIS) commented that all written material related to 3GPP discussions (e.g., specifications, TDOCs, emails to 3GPP lists) should be made publicly available, noting that this was not always the case with discussions taking place on the NWM platform. It was therefore proposed that all NWM discussions be exported to a suitable meeting TDOC so that they are captured for the public record. This export could be done at the conclusion of the meeting and did not need to be done real-time. [3GPP/PCG#48(22)36].  The PCG agreed with this proposal and requested TSG Chairs and MCC to ensure its implementation.

Decision PCG48/06:
All written material related to 3GPP discussions (e.g., specifications, TDOCs, emails to 3GPP lists), including NWM discussions, to be made publicly available [3GPP/PCG#48(22)36].
Action PCG48/03:

TSG Chairs with the assistance of MCC, to ensure that NWM discussions are made publicly available at the conclusion of the relevant meeting [3GPP/PCG#48(22)36].
