3.1
Review of Actions

The status of the actions arising from previous meetings was reviewed [3GPP/PCG#51(23)03]. The following update was noted:

A-PCG50/01 Mr Hayes (ATIS) to lead an activity to identify the problems created by the process differences that exist between the TSGs and to propose solutions to overcome these problems.
A “Sustainable Processes Group” (SPG) was created and discussions took place moderated by Mr Hayes (SPG Convenor). The progress report of this activity is presented in document [3GPP/PCG#51(23)20].  This action was therefore considered as discharged.
4
Management Reports from TSGs

Mr Hayes (Sustainable Processes Group Convenor) presented a report on the activities of the SPG [3GPP/PCG#51(23)20].
A discussion ensued around whether to organize pre-release workshops in RAN and SA jointly or separately. Concerns were raised about the overlap in presented documents and topics, leading to a possible inefficiency, and emphasizing the potential benefits of a joint workshop for better coordination and alignment between RAN and SA. Mr. Hayes proposed leaving the decision on the format of the workshops to the TSG chairs' discretion.
The PCG approved two recommendations from the Sustainable Processes Group as follows:

· Endorse the recommendations on slides 4-7 of [3GPP/PCG#51(23)20] as recommendations to the TSG leaders
· Deactivate the Sustainable Processes Group

Following the presentation of this report, Mr Sharp (ATIS) and Mr Romano (RAN ITU-R Ad Hoc Convenor) provided a schedule for the 3GPP submission of radio interface technologies for the satellite component of IMT-2020:

· TSG RAN to finalize and approve the submission documents during TSG RAN#102 (11-15 December 2023), ensuring there is sufficient time for TSG SA to receive and formally approve them during TSG SA#102.
· TSG SA to approve the document no later than Friday 15th of December 2023.

· Documents are sent to the PCG for approval by correspondence, with a short deadline (e.g. Wednesday 20th of December 2023).

· Final submission, by ATIS and ETSI, including the legal documentation, shall be sent to ITU-R WP 4B before the 31 of December 2023.

It was noted that the legal documentation to be submitted by the Organizational Partners before 31st of December 2023 needs to be prepared in consultation with WP4B and in conjunction with the approval of the technical documentation. The same will be provided to the Organizational Partners sufficiently in advance.
For subsequent steps of the WP4B process the 3GPP Organizational Partners are expected to be required to perform a transposition of the references as agreed with WP4B and may need to provide further legal documentation. Mr. Sharp and Mr. Romano agreed to work with WP4B to clarify the next steps of the process and to inform the Organizational Partners and relevant technical experts with enough notice to allow the process to be completed.
The proposed timeline was agreed by PCG.

Action PCG51/02:
 TSG RAN chair to ensure that the documents for the 3GPP submission of radio interface technologies for the satellite component of IMT-2020 are approved during TSG RAN#102 (11-15 December 2023), with sufficient time for TSG SA to receive and formally approve them during TSG SA#102.

Mr Flynn (Marcomms Officer) presented a report of the marketing and communications activities that had taken place since the last meeting and the plan for the future activities to be undertaken [3GPP/PCG#51(23)25]. The document was noted.
8
Working Procedures and Working Methods
The PCG had approved by correspondence on 07 July 2023 changes to the Working Procedures to introduce Voting Limitations on Corporate Groups.
Decision PCG51/05:
Changes to the Working Procedures to introduce voting limitations on Corporate Groups approved by the PCG[3GPP/PCG#51(23)07].
Mr Hayes (Working Procedures Group Convenor) presented a report on the latest activities of the Working Procedures Group [3GPP/PCG#51(23)21].
A discussion ensued regarding the recommendation put forth by the Working Procedures Group regarding the status of Annex I and the specific portions of the Annex that should be integrated into the primary section of the Working Procedures. 
It was generally agreed that PCG needs to consider how to address Annex I, given that 3GPP has returned to nearly normal operations and travel restrictions related to the COVID-19 pandemic have eased. There were however differing views on how to address the deactivation of Annex I and how to transfer its content to the primary body of the Working Procedures. 
After due consideration, it was agreed to task the Working Procedures Ad Hoc Group with formulating recommendations for the transfer of relevant sections of Annex I and, when relevant, preparing the corresponding pCRs.

Action PCG51/06:
 The Working Procedures Ad Hoc Group to develop recommendations for the transfer of relevant sections of Annex I and, when necessary, prepare the corresponding pCRs.
The secretary presented document [3GPP/PCG#51(23)26], which outlines a process for the initial establishment of Corporate Groups. The changes introduced by document [3GPP/PCG#51(23)07] require that each Individual Member declares their affiliation with a Corporate Group. MCC proposes a process for the initial declaration of corporate groups by the Individual Members. A proposed deadline for this initial declaration is the 31st of December 2023.
PCG approved the 31st of December 2023 as the deadline for the Individual Members to make their initial declarations of Corporate Group affiliation.
Decision PCG51/06:
The 31st of December is approved as the deadline for the Individual Members to make their initial declarations of Corporate Group affiliation.
Action PCG51/07:
 MCC to send the Corporate Group self-declaration form to the official contacts of all the 3GPP Individual Members.
Action PCG51/08:
 MCC to create a web page on the 3GPP website that lists the Corporate Groups and their associated Individual Members.
ATIS had submitted a document addressing regional balance in the leadership of TSGs and WGs within 3GPP [3GPP/PCG#51(23)23]. The proposal entails two key points: (1) introducing and encouraging the principle of “Home OP” and recommending that companies nominate their candidates under their “Home OP”; (2) Applying the balance criteria in the WGs elections. ETSI submitted a reply document in [3GPP/PCG#51(23)27].
A discussion ensued on the principle of Home OP.  It was noted that it is a complex subject that needs in-depth and careful analysis and discussion.  Furthermore, there was a discussion on whether the concept of regional balance should be applied to the Working Groups or if it should only be enforced at the TSG level, with differing views expressed on both cases.
After due consideration, it was agreed that the Heads of Delegations (HoD) of the Organizational Partners should engage in further discussion on the balance in the leadership of TSGs and WGs within 3GPP. It is assumed that the Organizational Partners will undertake internal discussions on the issue to facilitate the HoDs’ discussions.
Action PCG51/09:
Heads of Delegation to consider and discuss the issue of the balance in the 3GPP leadership in TSGs and WGs.
