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Article 30:
TSG and WG meetings

TSGs and WGs shall meet as necessary to complete their work within the prescribed timeframe. TSGs should endeavour to hold their meetings at the same time and place to assist in the overall co-ordination of the work.

Meeting locations should reflect the geographical diversity of the TSG and WG delegates.
Further information on meetings is given in Annex F.

Annex F:
Guidance on meeting organization

F.1
Meeting classification

TSG and WG Meetings are classified either:

· ordinary; or

· ad hoc.

F.2
Ordinary meetings
Ordinary meetings are ones where the regular business of the TSG or WG is conducted.  Such meetings are normally chaired by the Group's chairman or, if unavailable, a vice-chairman.  Ordinary meeting should be announced at least six months prior to the opening day of the meeting.
TSG and WG ordinary meetings shall follow an incrementing number sequence.  If an additional ordinary meeting is required between two ordinary meetings, the sequence shall be preserved, even though this means renumbering subsequent meetings.  For example, consider the sequence

February
SA1#67

May
SA1#68

September
SA1#69

November
SA1#70.

If it is decided to hold an additional ordinary meeting in April, the new meeting will take the sequence number one more than the preceding meeting, and the sequence will become:

February
SA1#67

April
SA1#68
(new meeting added)

May
SA1#69
(subsequent meetings renumbered …)

September
SA1#70

November
SA1#71.

Attendance at an ordinary meeting counts towards an Individual Member's eligibilty to cast a vote in the Group (see Articles 26 and 27).  The Support Team shall record the participation in an ordinary meeting (each person and organization represented) and the attendance list shall be included in the meeting report.
F.2.1
Continuation meetings

In the case of WGs, if time does not permit the business of an ordinary meeting to be completed, a continuation meeting may be called, by decision of the WG itself or of its parent TSG.  A continuation meeting shall have the same sequence number as the original meeting, with the appendage "bis".  Thus, for example, a continuation of SA1#71 shall be termed SA1#71bis.

Similarly, if further continuation is required, one additional meeting meeting may be called, designated as "ter".
A continuation meeting is considered as a continuation of the original meeting.  Hence:

· the overall participation list shall be an amalgum of the original meeting plus its continuation meeting(s);

· an individual having attended the original meeting shall not subsequently attend a continuation meeting representing a different organization.  (I.e. he shall be recorded as representing the same organization at a "bis" meeting that he represented at the original meeting.)  However, this rule may be waived if an idividual has definitively changed the organization which he represents between the original and the continuation meeting, and this shall be recorded in the meeting report, thus making it clear which organization's views are being recorded.
Note:
The rules above are designed to prevent companies with subsidiaries each holding individual 3GPP memberships accruing voting rights for more than one of those subsidiaries at a single meeting.
F.3
Ad hoc meetings

An ad hoc meeting of a WG or a TSG is one called to address a particular topic.  An ad hoc meeting shall be called by decision of the WG (or its parent TSG) or TSG concerned; the decision to hold any subsequent ad hoc meetings on the same topic may be made by the ad hoc meeting participants themselves without reference to the parent WG or TSG. (An Ad hoc meeting scheduled to meet during its parent TSG or WG meeting does not require an announcement 21 days in advance.) 
An ad hoc meeting may be chaired as described for an ordinary meeting above, or, with the agreement of the WG or TSG concerned, by a Work Item rapporteur, or other appropriate person.  Although open to all 3GPP Individual Members, ad hoc meetings may attract only a suhset of Individual Member representatives who would normally participate in ordinary meetings.
Ad hoc meetings are advisory and make recommendations for approval by the TSG or WG to which the ad hoc belongs.
Ad hoc meetings are associated with a sequence number independent of the sequence number for ordinary meetings of the group concerned, and shall bear a title indicating the topic to be discussed.
Ad hoc meetings shall not be considered when calculating voting rights.  That is, attendence at (or absence from) an ad hoc meeting shall not influence voting rights, which are determined solely by attendance at "ordinary" meetings.
No voting shall occur at ad hoc meetings.
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
