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1
Opening of the meeting and identification of participants
The Chairman, Dr Asok Chatterjee, opened the meeting at 19h00 and welcomed the delegates (list: see annex A) and thanked them for the preparatory work which had been done over the Working Procedures Group email reflector prior to the meeting.  He explained the role of the Group was to attempt to agree a set of proposed changes to the 3GPP Working Procedure; such changes would subsequently be considered by the Project Coordination Group, which had overall responsibility for the Working Procedures. 
The agenda (PCGW50001 revised to PCGW50012, subsequently revised to PCGW50015) was reviewed and agreed.  The present report follows the structure of that agenda.

2
Review of OP-consolidated contributions
The documents available (list: see annex B) were reviewed.  It was noted that the original PCGW50007 did not in fact represent a unanimous ETSI view, and that an alternative proposal was available in PCGW50010. 

It was noted that PCGW50002 contained the current Working Procedures as they appeared on the 3GPP web site, but with the revision marks showing the differences between it and the previous version removed (revisions accepted).  The document was noted.  It was agreed that, henceforward, a version control system similar to that employed for 3GPP Technical Specifications should be put in place for the Working Procedures document, and that changes should be tracked by means of numbered Change Requests.
Action 1.1:
Secretary to put in place a version control system for the 3GPP Working Procedures, and to allocate formal Change Request numbers to all agreed modifications to be presented to the PCG.
(The CR history so far can be found in annex C.)
2.1
Article 3
PCGW50003 brought a proposed change reflecting a decision already taken by the PCG.  The word "regions" was modified to read "regions / nations" to reflect that some SDOs represent a single nation rather than a multi-national region.  The document was modified to PCGW50013 which was agreed.
2.2
Article 10
PCGW50004 brought a proposed change to limit the ability of Guests (and, en passant, Observers) – which were not bound by the IPR rules of any Organizational Partner – to introduce undeclared IPR into 3GPP Technical Specifications.  Delegates agreed that IPR considerations were becoming more and more important, and the document was agreed.

2.3
Article 15

PCGW50005 brought a proposed change to relax the restriction on the number of OP representatives attending PCG meetings.  The document reflected a decision already taken by the PCG, and it was agreed.

2.4
Article 22

During the process of closing TSGs CN and T and creating TSG CT there had been some informal discussions (between November 2004 and March 2005) on the mechanisms relating to the election of officials of TSGs and WGs.  These culminated in the proposals of  PCGW50006 revised prior to the meeting to PCGW50009.  After discussion, the text was simplified slightly and revised to PCGW50014 which was agreed.

2.5
Article 30 and annex F

The bulk of the meeting was spent discussing three contributions (PCGW50007, PCGW5010 and PCGW50011) proposing text to lay down rules for the organizing of meetings.  After considerable debate, it was concluded that the concept of "continuation" meetings was unnecessary.  All meetings would be categorized either "ordinary" or "ad hoc".  In order to keep WG meeting numbers in step with those of other WGs in the same TSG or with those of the TSG itself (cf GERAN), or to allow the slotting-in of an additional meeting without disrupting the sequence numbers of subsequent meetings, the concept of "bis" meetings was formalized, with the clarification that such meetings were to be considered as of category "ordinary".  Partly in order to discourage ad hoc groups' inclination to self-perpetuate, it was decided not to allocate sequence numbers to ad hoc meetings.  A consolidated text was prepared as PCGW5016 and this was agreed.
2.6
Article 34

PCGW50008 proposed an editorial revision of the naming convention for 3GPP TSG and WG documents to bring it in line with the convention for naming the files containing such documents.  The text incorporated a recognition that TSGs CN and T had been closed and CT created.  The proposal was agreed.
3
Review of futher contributions

There were no other contributions.
4
Preparation of proposed modifications to be presented to PCG
The changes agreed to the various articles of the Working Procedures would be proposed to the PCG, where the WP Group Chairman would support their approval.  This did not preclude further changes being proposed by OPs directly to the PCG, but it was hoped that the Group's contributions would be accepted.  The Secretary would make available the consolidated texts for checking by the delegates prior to their being formally brought to the PCG.
