Abstract of document:

3GPP TR 23.780 contains the results of the study on Multimedia Broadcast and Multicast Service (MBMS) usage for mission critical communication services. 
The TR contains a number of key issues related to the MBMS usage for mission critical services, and to some of the key issues there are solutions described.

Changes since last presentation to TSG SA:

This is the first presentation to TSG SA.
There are 14 key issues and 8 solutions described in the TR.

Some of the key issues and potential solutions may require enhancements on the MBMS architecture and procedures, and may also have impact on RAN. The following solutions may require such enhancements:
· Solution 6-1: FEC for Mission Critical Services. This solution enables FEC control from the GSC-AS over MB2‑C.

· Solution 8-1: GCS-AS to indicate the preferred MBMS mechanism to the MCE. This solution provides the possibility for the GCS-AS to indicate a preferred MBMS transmission mode, e.g. based on UEs reported MBMS transmission capabilities. 

· Solution 9-1: Notification of MBMS bearer activation result. This solution provides additional feedback from MBMS bearer activation procedure and notification if there is a MBMS resource allocation failure.

Outstanding Issues:

Work is still needed to add new solutions to some of the key issues and to conclude on solutions that will be adopted for normative work. Some of the solutions require enhancements in EPC and RAN, a dialogue with SA2 is initiated.
