· The answer to a CELL UPDATE CONFIRM message with Physical reconfiguration will be a RB SETUP COMPLETE; the only case when the CU is sent in dedicated is when there is a radio link failure, in which case there are no allocated resources.

· In the more generic case, the network may command the UE to move to Cell_Dedicated and allocate in the CU confirm a dedicated channel; so far there is nothing to link this resource to a particular RB. A possible solution is to include the RB Id together with the Channel Description IE. A similar problem may exist in the RB Reconfiguration message.

· It was clarified that no identifiers are used for dedicated paging; the old text has been removed. Siemens has a contribution for this section.

· Include the GRA-Id and periodic GRA/Cell Update timer in the primitive between RRC and MAC (this timer is broadcast in PSI x). The latest version of the contents of PSI x are in GP-020213.

· SACCH procedures: rename.

· GPRS Suspension procedure is not needed.

· Remove list of timers, variables and counters: already in 44.118.

Many of the remaining points are expected to be deleted after this meeting.

· MS positioning capability: already in CM3; check if they are the same in A/Gb and Iu mode.

· Maximum RLC AM Window Size: not needed; linked to the MCS.
· Six blocks are defined: CM2/3, UTRAN RAC, RLC in Iu, UTRAN RLC, PDCP and Security capabilities.

· CM2/3, RLC in Iu, PDCP and Security capabilities would always be sent at RRC connection setup. The GERAN will have the option to request the UTRAN RAC and RLC capabilities; these will be separated into FDD, TDD and CDMA2000.
· When in UTRAN, the UTRAN needs to have the capabilities to ask for the CM2/3 and RLC capabilities in GERAN Iu mode. This can be done by adding the RLC capabilities in GERAN Iu mode into CM3 after the Iu mode support indication.
· Similar changes (to CM3) would need to be done in MS RAC.
· Multislot class in Iu mode remains open; the ideal solution is to report only two classes, one for GMSK and one for 8-PSK (or even better, reuse existing ones!), independently of e.g. the number of dedicated channels allocated to the MS. These would be added to the Iu struct.

· The procedures will describe that the MS Capability Information procedure will only be initiated by the MS when a parameter changes amongst those that have been reported to the network during the life of the ongoing RRC connection (by either the RRC Connection Setup or the MS Capability Enquiry procedures).

· Do not reserve codepoints for distribution. Do not reserve codepoints for messages with address: use single format with 6 bit message type and contents; if the address information is present, it is included in the message contents.

· Increase message type to 8 bits. Separate message type for uplink and downlink.

· Length not needed: provided at layer 2.

· Critical extensions: add ‘escape bit’ at the beginning of all downlink messages.

· Some messages are missing from the table in section 9.

· Correct sub-clause numbering: remove zeros.

· Define message types in order. Align definition to Mouly’s rule: message type : 0000000 > <etc… > |…

· For each message, indicate SRB and direction; remove RLC mode and logical channels.

· IEs in 44.018 to be used in both modes (e.g. physical channel parameters): 1) keep in 44.018 and reference from 44.118; 2) copy into 44.118; 3) (re)define in 44.118 in CSN.1. Working assumption: 1); in 44.118 two fields will be defined: the length, as bit(8), and a placeholder with such length and whose definition points to the value part of the IE in 44.018. When the IE in 44.018 is coded in CSN.1 (e.g. RR PACKET UPLINK ASSIGNMENT) and it already includes the length, then it can be included as such in the message in 44.118, without an explicit field for the length.

· Commanded by IE from another message or by the message flow and conditional on history: normally it should be always defined in the procedure. It should also be included in the field definition with a reference of the condition (but no reference to the procedure or to the error handling).

Actions: FN to draft a document with the rules and principles agreed here and to be used in the revision of these two papers; split in several parts and modify according to those rules; review by e-mail and submit to G2 #9bis for approval.

The chairman asked to provide the revisions next week on the reflector with a notification that these will be submitted to Sophia for approval and that there will be no time for a detail review.
