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	The BSS behavior with respect to the DL data queued in the BSS at the reception of a DELETE-BSS-PFC PDU is currently not specified in TS 48.018. BSS may discard the data queued for the deleted PFC and inform the SGSN by sending an LLC-DISCARDED PDU. BSS may also continue to send the queued data to the MS using a default PFC. 
When SGSN deletes the PDP contexts the related PFC will be deleted in BSS by SGSN which sends DELETE-BSS-PFC PDU to the BSS. 
The MS will at reception of Deactivate PDP Context Request disconnect the higher layer protocols (i.e  LLC, SNDCP and TCP/IP). At this point of time BSS may send the queued data to MS using default PFC. The data arriving in MS will however be discarded as the application and higher layer protocols are not activated. 

The data sent by BSS to will not reach the application and radio resources has been vasted
and there might also be a problem related to the charging of the data discarded in the MS. 

To avoid these problems it is proposed to introduce the rule that the BSS shall delete queued data in BSS associated with the PFC that has been deleted at reception of the DELETE-BSS-PFC PDU. 
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	The specification of Delete BSS PFC procedure has been changed to include the statement that BSS shall at reception of a DELETE-BSS-PFC PDU discard queued data for that PFC in the BSS.
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	The BSS will send data to an MS where the application and higher layer protocols are not activated and radio resourcs will be wasted and there might be a problem related to the charging of the data discarded in the MS.

Delete BSS PFC procedure

The SGSN may request the deletion of a BSS PFC at any time using the DELETE-BSS-PFC PDU. The BSS shall respond with a DELETE-BSS-PFC-ACK PDU. In case of user inactivity the BSS may delete a BSS packet flow context without notifying the SGSN. In case the BSS is no longer able to support the BSS PFC ABQP, it may send a DELETE-BSS-PFC-REQ PDUwith cause ‘PFC preempted’ or ‘ABQP no more supported’ to the SGSN.  The SGSN may either start the Delete BSS PFC procedure or a new Create BSS PFC procedure. In case the BSS receives neither a DELETE-BSS-PFC PDU nor a CREATE-BSS-PFC PDU the behavior in the BSS is implementation specific. 

The Delete BSS PFC procedure takes precedence over the Modify BSS PFC and  the Create BSS PFC procedures, i.e. when the BSS receives a DELETE-BSS-PFC PDU it shall abort any ongoing Create BSS PFC or Modify BSS PFC procedure for that PFI. 
At reception of DELETE-BSS-PFC PDU the BSS shall discard the DL data queue associated to the deleted PFC.
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
