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1. Overall Description:

CT1 would like to inform GERAN2 that contributions about incorrect handling of messages if truncation is used have been discussed during the CT1#42 meeting. 
CT1 has noticed that the use of the truncation functionality by the network (as specified by TS 44.018) may result in undesirable effects since there might be MSes that cannot respond to paging or correctly decode system information when truncation is used. The behaviour of such MSes is not the expected one. For example, MSes might not respond to paging when paging is used in conjunction with the truncation function. Also the MSes may not correctly decode the System information 4 sent on the BCCH or not respond to packet paging.
Additionally, CT1 acknowledges that TS 44.018 falls under GERAN2 expertise. Therefore, GERAN2 is the appropriate 3GPP working group to investigate the incorrect handling of messages if truncation is used and decide whether corrections or other actions are needed. 

However, CT1 may be requested to document the findings of the issue in specifications under CT1 responsibility, e.g., TR 29.994 since this technical report might be used for obtaining inter-work between MS and network without changing frozen specifications. Therefore, a CT1 CR might be needed for the truncation issue, if confirmed and requested by GERAN2.

2. Actions:

To GERAN2 group.

ACTION: 
CT1 kindly asks GERAN2 to investigate the issue highlighted above and provide guidance for future meetings. If the issue is acknowledged, GERAN2 should consider making corrections to TS 44.018 and/or other specifications, e.g., CR(s) against CT1 specification(s) may be needed in order to document the problem properly.
