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A conference call of ITU-R Ad Hoc was held on March, 3rd at 14:00 GMT; the list of participant can be found in Annex 1.

It was decided to use RT-010001 as tentative agenda even if the main focus of the conference call was to address the involvement of MRPs in the editing of contribution toward ITU, as requested by PCG (Action PCG9/3 – Agenda Item 4).

Agenda Item 3: Report of the current ITU-R Ad hoc activities.

Nicola Pio Magnani summarised briefly the current procedures toward ITU with specific reference to the structure and to the update process of Recommendation ITU-R M.1457.

Agenda Item 4: General discussion on the involvement of MRPs in the editing of contributions toward ITU

The importance of the involvement of MRPs in the activities toward ITU was stressed, in line with the outcome of the last PCG meeting. It was commented that the effort of MRP should not be directed toward the revision of Recommendation ITU-R M.1457, since this Recommendation is primarily of technical nature and therefore the introduction of market oriented material is likely to be counterproductive. This opinion was widely supported. On the other hand, there are several areas where the involvement of MRPs would be essential. An action was taken for delegates participating to the next meeting of ITU-R WP8F to prepare a list of areas where the help of MRPs is urgently required.

Also the issue of the process that would enable the involvement of MRPs toward ITU was addressed. As a matter of fact no process is currently identified to enable an efficient participation of MRPs in the activities toward ITU. A first proposal was to try to exploit ITU-R Ad Hoc as a facilitator, but the decision is obviously under the responsibility of PCG.

With reference to the submission of the input developed by MRPs to ITU, it was  suggested to follow the usual procedure, i.e. via individual membership.

Conclusions:

· The importance of the involvement of MRPs in the activities toward ITU was highlighted.

· It was agreed that the involvement of MRPs in the Revision of Rec. ITU-R M.1457 would not be appropriate.

· An action was taken for delegates participating to the next meeting of ITU-R WP8F (responsible: Nicola Pio Magnani) to prepare a list of areas where the help of MRPs is urgently required. It is proposed to submit this list to PCG via RAN Chair.
· The issue of the lack of a process to enable an efficient participation of MRPs in the activities towards ITU will be brought to the attention of PCG.

· ITU-R Ad Hoc Contact Person will include the main outcome of the discussion in his Status Report for RAN#19 for subsequent inclusion in the RAN Chairman Report to PCG.
Agenda Item 5: Finalisation of the ‘Initial Submission’ for the Revision of Rec. M.1457

RT-030011 ('Proposed Initial submission for updated UTRA FDD and TDD toward Rev. 4 of Rec. ITU-R M.1457') was presented for approval. This document is based on RT-030005 and it includes all comments received from WGs (that can be easily identified by different colors of rev marks). This document is meant to be submitted for approval to the next RAN Plenary for subsequent submission to the next meeting of ITU-R WP8F, in line with the procedure approved in RP-020836. No comments were received.

Agenda Item 6: Future actions toward the ‘Best & Final’ submission for the Revision of Rec. M.1457.

It was agreed to postpone the discussion beyond the next meeting of ITU-R WP8F also considering that the issue can be addressed in preparation of RAN#20. At this stage RP-020836 holds.

Agenda Item 7: Finalisation of the contribution to ITU-R WP8F on mitigating techniques to facilitate coexistence between IMT-2000 TDD and FDD radio interface technologies within the frequency range 2 500-2 690 MHz operating in adjacent bands and in the same geographical area.
RT-030012 ('Proposed response to ITU-R WP8F on coexistence Between IMT-2000 TDD and FDD Radio Interface Technologies Within the Frequency Range 2 500-2 690 MHz Operating in Adjacent Bands and in the Same Geographical Area') was presented for approval: this document is the proposed response to RP-020837 and it is based on the input from RAN4 (R4-030272). No comments were received.
Agenda Item 8: Updated Roadmap

RT-030013 ('Proposed updated information on the Roadmap') was presented for approval. This document simply contains the list of technical areas mentioned RT-030011. No comments were raised.
