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Liaison statement to External Organisations
 on the development of a PDNR ITU-R M.[IP CHAR] “Key technical
and operational requirements for access
technologies to support IP applications
over mobile systems” in response to
Question ITU-R 223-1/8

Following previous correspondence, WP 8F would like to thank External Organisations (EOs) for the information received at its Bangkok meeting that were helpful in progressing the work toward the development of a PDNR ITU-R M.[IP CHAR] (“Key technical and operational requirements for access technologies to support IP applications over mobile systems”) in response to Question ITU‑R 223-1/8. This PDNR is developed in close co-operation with WP 8A.

At its meeting in Bangkok WP 8F has updated the draft document toward PDNR ITU-R M.[IP CHAR] (see Attachment) that could be used as a basis for developing future input. At this stage, WP 8A and WP 8F have not determined yet whether this PDNR will be in the form of a Recommendation or a Report.

Based on received input, WP 8F confirms that the objective of PDNR ITU-R M.[IP CHAR] is to delineate the essential technical and operational high-level characteristics required in mobile systems to support IP applications. PDNR ITU-R M.[IP CHAR] will not include any description of specific systems. Such a document could also be of help in ITU-R in identifying the need for the development of revisions of existing Recommendations/Reports, or of new deliverables. Currently the PDNR contains a main Annex where information of generic nature is included, and a number of Attachments that describe specific implementations. At this stage it was decided to keep the Attachments in order to facilitate the development of the PDNR and recognizing that they provide valuable information in terms of validation of the characteristics listed in the main Annex. The issue will be further discussed at future meetings, based on received contributions.
The support of circuit switched terminals and services was specifically discussed and there was no clear view on whether it is appropriate to consider it a technical characteristic required in mobile systems in order to support IP applications. The relevant text in the Introduction of the main Annex (section 1) has been put in square brackets in order to solicit input on that for the next meeting. 
WP 8F encourages EOs to review the attached draft document and to provide input (either to ITU-R WP8F or to ITU-R WP 8A – see relevant meeting schedule in the table below) on the specific topics addressed herein, and in particular with reference to the issues described above. EOs are kindly asked to submit information focused on these topics, providing material in the form of specific proposals for modifications to the relevant sections of the attached document where the specific concepts are addressed. It would be helpful if the proposed modifications are highlighted by revision marks against the draft document provided in the Attachment to this LS.
