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on the development of PDNR ITU-R M.[ip char]

3GPP thank ITU-R WP8F for the Liaison Statement on the development of the PDNR ITU-R M.[IP CHAR] “Key Technical and Operational Requirements for Access Technologies to Support IP Applications over Mobile Systems”.

As already announced, 3GPP has reviewed the document: detailed comments are highlighted by revision marks in the attachment to this liaison statement.

3GPP has also checked the Workplan developed by ITU-R WP8F and the meetings schedule of both ITU-R WP8F and 3GPP WGs. 3GPP notes that, due to conflicting meeting dates, it would not be possible to review in detail the outcome of ITU-R WP8F#19 in time for WP8F#20; however it will be possible to properly address the outcome of WP8F#20 in time for WP8F#21, when WP8F intends to finalise M.[IP CHAR].
With reference to the discussion on whether it would be appropriate to remove the Attachments from M.[IP CHAR], 3GPP acknowledges that the Attachments contains valuable information in terms of validation of the characteristics listed in the main Annex. 3GPP also recognises that the Attachment can facilitate the development of the PDNR. 3GPP therefore proposes that Attachments are retained at this stage.
3GPP is looking forward to continuing fruitful dialog with ITU-R WP8F.
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
