Denis Fauconnier was born in France m 1960, HE ETAAUALEL WL 1207 Quw Tolwaum Pasia Bugiasssing
College. After doing his military program at the French embassy in Tekyo, Japan, Denis joined Matra
Communication near Paris in 1991 to work as a design engineer initially on a digital switch for a cellular
Private Mobile Radio. Denis then became in 1993 system engineer for that system, in charge of writing
technical system specifications on Call Control and Mability Management. In 1993 he became an active
member of the group responsible for the radio interfoce protocol of TETRA, an ETSI digital private mobile
radio standard.
