TSG RAN has recognised that the definition of channel raster for UTRA, handover, and the idle mode behaviour of terminals is an area which requires close co-operation between working groups of TSG RAN. 

TSG RAN assigns the primary responsibility as follows:

Primary responsibility of TSG RAN WG2

· Signalling mechanisms relating to the channel raster, including

· “numbering” scheme for identifying frequencies within the channel raster

· signalling mechanisms

· definition of idle mode behaviour of terminals, especially network searching.

Primary responsibility of TSG RAN WG4:

· Definition of raster and total frequency ranges to be supported.

· Definition of subset(s) of the raster to meet operator and regulatory deployment scenarios.

· Identification of Frequency allocation and deployment scenarios that will be utilised for the analysis of idle mode behaviour.

TSG RAN requests that WG2 and WG4 work particularly closely together in developing solutions for this aspect of UTRA.
