Actions from RAN#99

RAN#99 gave ITU-R Ad-Hoc the task to prepare an answer (if needed) to RP-230029 “LS on the New version 2.0 of the JCA IoT and SC&C roadmap (ITU-T JCA IoT and SC&C-LS44). A discussion was kicked-off on the Ad-Hoc mailing list, but no contribution was submitted. Therefore, the Ad-Hoc group suggest to not provide any answer to the LS in RP-230029.

Feedback from PCG on IMT-2020 satellite
· Even if this not a topic discussed within the Ad-Hoc, at PCG#50 there was a discussion on who should be the source of the Liasion to ITU-R WP4B on IMT-2020 satellite (document PCG50_17 = RP-230772 “DRAFT LTI on 3GPP submission towards IMT-2020 Satellite”).
PCG#50 concluded that the source should be both ATIS and ETSI for this document. From PCG#50 minutes: “It was noted that the work relating to IMT-2020 Satellite would be destined to be received by ITU-R WP 4B whereas the terrestrial component had been destined to be received by ITU-R WP 5D.  ATIS had historically taken responsibility to coordinate OP actions with respect to the terrestrial component, but a decision would be required as to who should coordinate OP actions relating to the satellite component.  Both ATIS and ETSI had offered to undertake this role.  It was decided that the responses to the liaisons approved above should be processed without delay but that there was no urgency to decide who should coordinate the satellite OP actions.  This decision could be taken later in 2023.”
