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1. Overall Description:
In relation to the ongoing Work Item on the support for dedicated spectrum less than 5 MHz for FR1, 3GPP RAN WG4 is currently specifying 3 MHz channel bandwidth signal for a certain number of NR bands, including RMR band n100 (874.4-880.0 MHz and 919.4-925.0 MHz).
In the past, while specifying the RMR n100 band, ETSI RAN WG4 contacted ETSI TC RT (R4-2207273) to get its guidance on the definition of the interferer signal for the blocking requirement specified in ECC Decision (20)02. 
ETSI TC RT kindly answered 3GPP RAN WG4’s request (R4-2210431) and provided a definition of the BS blocking and intermodulation requirements corresponding to this specific ECC Decision(20)02 blocking requirement. This work was done while only 5 MHz channel bandwidth signal was considered for RMR band n100. 
As RAN WG4 is now introducing 3 MHz channel BW signal in RMR band n100, RAN WG4 is then wondering if those specific BS blocking and intermodulation definition should be updated and if so, what update(s) should be done. RAN WG4 would like to get ETSI TC RT’s feedback on this topic. 

2. Actions:
To ETSI TC RT: 
ACTION: 	RAN WG4 kindly asks ETSI TC RT to take the above information into account, and to provide any feedback on the interferer signal characteristics 3 MHz channel bandwidth signal in RMR band n100.
