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Introduction
The intent of this paper is to provide background motivation for the revised WID on “for Addition of FDD bands using the uplink from n28 and the downlink of n75 and n76” (RP-231204).

Discussion

Background

In RAN #99 the work item in RP-230791 was approved to introduce new NR FDD bands using the uplink from n28 and the downlink of n75 and n76 [1]. It was agreed that the RF requirements should be derived based on the assumption that UE supports the corresponding band combination(s), i.e., CA_n28-n75 CA_n28-n76.  
Observation 1: The band combination of CA_n28-n76 hasn’t been introduced to the Specs. 
Observation 2: The uplink frequency range of the band combination CA_n28-n75 is restricted to 703 – 733 MHz.

Observation 3: Some impacted TS/TR for the core parts and performance parts are not added to the WID in [1].
Way Forward

Proposal 1: Remove the band 703 – 748 MHz UL / 1427 – 1432 MHz DL from the WID  in [1].
Proposal 2: Modify the uplink frequency range of the proposed band in [1] to 703 – 733 MHz.

Proposal 3: To complete the expected outcome section in the WID [1] by adding the missed TS/TR to the “Impacted existing TS/TR” table.
Conclusion

Observation 1: The band combination of CA_n28-n76 hasn’t been introduced to the Specs yet. 

Observation 2: The uplink frequency range of the band combination CA_n28-n75 is restricted to 703 – 733 MHz.

Observation 3: Some impacted TS/TR for the core parts and performance parts are not added to the WID in [1].
Proposal 1: Remove band 703 – 748 MHz UL / 1427 – 1432 MHz DL from the WID  in [1].
Proposal 2: Modify the uplink frequency range of the proposed band in [1] to 703 – 733 MHz.

Proposal 3: To complete the expected outcome section in the WID [1] by adding the missed TS/TR to the “Impacted existing TS/TR” table.
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
