In RAN #99 it was agreed that the NR work plan will not start until August 2023 and won’t be reporting on until then.  
With CR R4-2310488 for LTE 900MHz being agreed upon in RAN4-107, this provides a template for the accompanying n106 band work.
R4-2310436 WF on LTE and NR US 900MHz UE-to-UE Co-Existence Requirements was approved in RAN4-107.  This contribution provides the summary of email discussion and recommended summary including: 
· Set a Ue coexistence limit of -30 dBm/MHz and no A-MPR.
· Further relaxations beyond -30 dBm/MHz for UE-to-UE coexistence requirements for LTE and NR US 900 MHz band to protect bands 5, n5, 26, and n26 are not considered.
· We believe that this can also be utilized for the n106 WID.

From RAN4 #108 
25 contributions were submitted and are summarized in [1] for system, UE and BSRF parameters, several of these were duplicates and merged between companies.  With the agreements and sync raster resolution agreed in RAN1 #114 for NR_FR1_lessthan_5MHz_BW and the previous works done on LTE band 106 we were able to proceed with the WI.  

Several draft CRs were endorsed for the introduction of band n106 for UE [10,13], RRM [17], BS Test [11,16,19,20] and BSRF [9,11,12,14,15,18] specifications.

Band Definition:
For the band definition agreements the following were agreed to use as detailed in [3]:
· Same AFRCN restrictions as band 106 LTE
· Power class and RefSens set to PC3, 23 dBm +/- 2 dB, -99.2 dBm refsens
