[bookmark: _Hlk89695214]5G networks are expected to meet the challenges of consistent optimization of increasing numbers of key performance indicators (KPIs) including latency, reliability, connection density, user experience, energy efficiency, etc. Artificial Intelligence (AI) /Machine learning (ML) provides a powerful tool to help operators to improve the network management and the user experience, by analyzing the data collected and autonomously processed that can yield further insights. 
The study item 880076 “Study on enhancement for data collection for NR and EN-DC” studied general high-level principles, AI/ML functional framework and the potential use cases, and the identified potential solutions for these use cases. The accomplishments of the study for AI enabled RAN are documented in TR37.817. The normative work based on the conclusion of R17 SI should be continued and undertaken in R18.
