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Introduction 

ARIB submitted a contribution to RAN4 meeting in August 2005 that introduces the study results conducted by Japan’s Information and Communications Council on the technical conditions for UMTS 1700 in Japan. The ARIB contribution is also attached to one of RAN5 contributions, R5-051404. In the contribution, the status of reference sensitivity levels may be misleading. This contribution clarifies that point.

1. Status of reference sensitivity levels

A RAN4 contribution (R4-050620, attachment in R5-051404) submitted by ARIB introduces Japan’s Information and Communications Council’s study results on the technical conditions for UMTS 1700 in Japan that includes reference sensitivity levels. The contribution also says that

‘This document summarizes the latest technical conditions for UMTS1700 in Japan which should be reflected into the corresponding 3GPP specifications properly.‘
in conclusion section. ARIB feels that more explanation would be needed for 3GPP members to understand precisely.

A public notes based on Japan's Radio Law describes reference sensitivity levels of IMT-2000, but the values are written for the purpose of examining radio station license applications. Thus, in this contribution, ARIB would like to inform that these values are not regarded as mandatory regulatory requirements.

At the same time though the values are not mandatory regulatory requirement, ARIB requests that they be adequately respected, since they are the study results of Japan’s Information and Communications Council and are used for the licensing purpose.

2. Conclusion

This document clarifies the status of the reference sensitivity level requirements of IMT-2000 in Japan. ARIB would like to thank RAN4 for their intensive work considering the issue in the context of global roaming of UEs and technical aspect studied in the Japan’s Council.
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
