We would like to express our appreciation for the kind offer for collaboration with TTA PG 302 regarding our current activities on developing 3GPP LTE multiple access in 3GPP RAN.
3GPP TSG RAN WG1 has discussed on the issue of commonality between FDD and TDD mode, and there is a strong desire from the clear majority of 3GPP RAN WG1 for the same multiple access scheme for paired and unpaired spectrum operation, as also indicated by the requirements in 3GPP TR 25.913.

During its 30th meeting, 3GPP TSG RAN has taken the assumption for its further work on using OFDM for the downlink multiple access and low-PAPR single-carrier transmission scheme (SC-FDMA) for the uplink multiple access, both for the operation in paired and unpaired spectrum.
Considering this, it is our view that at this moment a collaboration between 3GPP RAN or 3GPP RAN WG1 and TTA PG 302 regarding adoption of Wibro for 3GPP is not recommended. Of course, we encourage members of TTA to continue contributing to the development of 3GPP LTE within the agreed framework. We look forward for possibilities of future collaboration.
