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Since the start of the Evolved UTRA/UTRAN Study Item a significant part of the necessary work has already been done and work is still progressing; the finalisation of the Study Item phase is currently planned for RAN#32.

It is essential that the Study Item phase, as in the work plan, includes establishing to what extent the full technical concept as elaborated in the working groups meets the requirements of 25.913, as well as documenting this.

This will assist RAN in making the decisions required before entering the Work Item phase.

These RAN decisions should include:

-determining whether the work is complete, 

-decide a way forward in case further work is needed,

-determining whether the concept meets the requirements, 

-decide a way forward in case requirements are not fully met,

-decide a way forward if requirements conflict (e.g. performance/flexibility versus cost/complexity)

-decide on Evolved UTRA/UTRAN WI.

It is recommended RAN re-emphasises the importance of a well documented system concept evaluation against TR 25.913 requirements, decides on a detailed documentation format and agrees a work split over the working groups to provide this information. A proposal for the documentation format can be found in RP-060xxx.
It is recommended RAN decides whether the current status of work allows this activity to be started now for all work areas.

This concept evaluation, once approved by RAN, could be used for the conclusion section of TR 25.912, the Technical Report Feasibility Study for Evolved UTRA and UTRAN.
