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Progress Report since the last TSG (for all involved WGs):
RAN WG4:
The main results achieved at RAN4#39 were 
· a completed report TR 25.914 to be sent to TSG RAN for approval 
· an agreed template for a 25-series specification of the measurement method
· an agreed template and format of specifications of minimum over the air (antenna) performance requirements.
The outstanding issues from RAN4#38 regarding the Quiet Zone validation method were resolved. However, limiting the asymmetry of the probe used should be considered during the RAN5 phase of the work. The criterion for the minimum measurement distance was also modified. TR25.914 is now more than 80% complete and will be submitted to TSG RAN for approval. 
A template (with agreed section headings) for a 25-series TS of the measurement method was produced. The working assumption is that RAN4 creates the main part of the specification (based on TR25.914), which is then handed over to RAN5 for completion. 
Furthermore, a framework for a TS of the UE over the air (antenna) performance requirements was agreed. In particular, it was agreed that 

· the requirements shall comprise minimum performance requirements (e.g. for secondary bands and secondary modes)

· recommended performance (informative) is given for primary bands and primary modes

· dual mode GSM/UMTS are implicitly assumed.

The notion “Over the Air” (OTA) was adopted to emphasize that the requirements do not address the antenna itself but rather the entire TX/RX chain. 
The inclusion of GSM requirements in the above 25-series TS is FFS, this will be consulted with GERAN1 (LS in R4-060644).
