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1 Introduction

3, in the attached document, presented results of extensive study of ping-ponging that occurs between 3G and 2G networks. Ping-ponging is a phenomenon that occurs at the edges of the coverage where the UE flips back and forth to 2G.

The results collected for a variety of UE indicated inconsistent ping-ponging behaviour, and during discussion it was suggested that this may be due to inconsistent RF performances. Furthermore, data collected from the network illustrated that highest ping-ponging occurrences were observed in rural areas, were signal coverage is weaker. 

In particular it has to be noted that differently from the cell reselection case, in case on PLMN (re-)selection there is no hysteresis  configurable to limit the ping-ponging, neither in GERAN nor in UTRAN specifications.  

During the discussions in RAN2 it was suggested that ping-ponging occurrences may be reduced if the radio performance of the UE were enhanced. However, RAN2 is unable to understand the exact causes of the different UE behaviours and consequently would like to ask for RAN4’s assistance, RAN4 might also evaluate this in the context of enabled cell re-selection
2. Actions for RAN4:

RAN2 Kindly asks RAN4 to consider the  inconsistency between UE behaviours and whether this could possibly be addressed by RAN4 (e.g. possible UE performance that can be enhanced in order to limit the ping-ponging effect observed), and whether specific hysteresis on PLMN (re-)selection can be recommended to be introduced by RAN2 (and potentially GERAN).
