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· New ITU-R Study Group structure

At the recent Radio communication Assembly a new Study Group 5 was established. According to the proposed structure of the new SG5, the activities on IMT systems previously carried on within WP8F should continue under the new name of WP5D. Similarly, the activities carried on within the former WP8A are proposed to continue under the new name of WP5A. The final structure of the SG5 will be decided at the first meeting of the SG in February. Therefore TSG RAN should discuss at its next Plenary any possible implication of the new structure.
· ITU-R WP5A (former WP8A)

ITU-R WP8A developed a Liaison Statement to External Organizations for soliciting contributions for inclusion in the Volume 5 of the Land Mobile Handbook (including Wireless Access) entitled "Deployment of broadband wireless access (BWA) systems in the mobile service" (see RP-070YYY). The deadline for the Submission of the technical input is December, 1st, 2007. Due to the tight deadline, it is proposed to draft a preliminary answer at the Cancun meeting simply indicating that TSG RAN is willing to contribute and then mandating ITU-R Ad Hoc to develop a more specific response after the RAN#38 meeting, to be approved by correspondence by both RAN and PCG, and subsequently submitted to ITU-R WP5A under individual members in time for their next meeting (4-13 February 2008, deadline for submission 28 January, 16:00 hours UTC).
In addition, TSG RAN#36 has decided to update Rec. M.1801 (M.[BWA]) introducing a direct reference to the extended cell. Since no specific schedule for the update of M.[BWA] has been decided by WP8A, it might be possible to wait for the final structure of the new SG5 before developing the contribution. In addition, the contribution could also encompass LTE. Guidance is expected from TSG RAN.
· Final Submission toward Revision 8 of M.1457
In line with the updated time schedule for the submission toward Revision 8 of M.1457 (see RP-070710), ITU-R Ad Hoc has developed a set of docs for the Final submission. All docs are submitted to RAN for technical revision (following guidance from RAN the docs are no longer sent to WGs), approval and subsequent submission to SA and PCG; they will be submitted to ITU-R WP 5D via Individual Members, as usual (deadline for input contribution: Jan, 21st). In particular, the following docs are submitted to RAN Plenary (the overall structure of the docs toward Rev 8 of M.1457 is also depicted in Annex 2):

· RP-070962 – Overall Final submission toward Revision 8 of Rec. M.1457 (in order to ensure an easier handling of the contributions, the revised Overviews in Sections 5.1.1 & 5.3.1, and the revised list of Specs in Sections 5.1.2 & 5.3.2 are submitted as separate docs);

· RP-070963 – Update of Section 5.1.1 of Rec. M.1457 (Overview);

· RP-070964 – Update of Section 5.1.2 of Rec. M.1457 (list of Specs - titles and synopsis);

· RP-070965 – Update of Section 5.3.1 of Rec. M.1457 (Overview);

· RP-070966 – Update of Section 5.3.2 of Rec. M.1457 (list of Specs - titles and synopsis);

· RP-070967 – Draft accompanying letter for the submission of the updated Global Core Specifications (GCS that has to be prepared by 3GPP Secretary based on the outcome of the current TSGs Plenaries).

In addition the following doc was prepared by ITU-R Ad Hoc:

RP-070968 – Draft reminder for the OPs on the compliance with ITU-R procedures as it relates to Revision 8 of Recommendation ITU-R M.1457 (the first action required by OPs is the submission to ITU-R of the Letters of Conveyance by Jan, 21st).

RP-070969 – Draft update reminder for the OPs on the compliance with ITU-R procedures as it relates to Revision 7 of Recommendation ITU-R M.1457 (actions required by OPs by Jan, 31st).
Finally two contributions on the Revision of Rec. ITU-R M.1580 & M.1581 (RP-070971 and RP-070972, respectively) have been drafted to align these Recs to the latest development in Rec. ITU-R M.1457; however, there was not enough time to review these docs properly within ITU-R Ad Hoc. Therefore, TSG RAN is requested to check them carefully.
As usual, the list of Specs with titles and synopsis needs to be reviewed by TSG CT and SA (RP-070YYY and RP-070970, respectively). Since RAN and CT are meeting in parallel, following previous RAN advice, ITU-R Ad Hoc sent the LS to CT (RP-070YYY) asking for comments back in RAN by November, 29th.
