· The present document contains the description and definition of measurements performed by E-UTRAN in order to support E-UTRA radio link operations, radio resource management (RRM), network operations and maintenance (OAM), and self-organising networks (SON). 
· Measurement results of defined measurements are transferred over standardized interfaces, currently Itf-N and/or X2.

· The following measurements has been captured: PRB usage {UL and DL Total PRB usage, UL and DL PRB usage per traffic class (per QCI), UL and DL PRB usage for SRB, DL PRB usage for Common Control Channels, UL PRB usage for Common Control Channels}, Received Random Access Preambles {dedicated, high range, low range}, No of active UEs {Average number of Active UEs in the DL per QCI, Average number of Active UEs in the UL per QCI}, Average Packet Delay in the DL per QCI, Average Packet Discard Rate in the DL per QCI
Presentation to TSG RAN Meeting:
This is the first presentation to TSG-RAN meeting. The plan is to present the TS for approval at TSG-RAN#43
Outstanding Issues:

· Transfer of measurement in standardized interface has not yet been confirmed for all measurements. 
· RAN3 has not yet agreed how to reflect PRB usage measurement in X2 signalling (for the purpose of X2 inter-cell load-balancing). 
· The issue has progressed since last RAN2 (since v100) as SA5 agreed at SA5#62 to reflect the Received RACH preambles measurement in the OAM interface.
· There are remaining requests for OAM measurements that have not yet been captured. Specifically, according to progress at SA5#62, another data loss measurement is requested (LS was sent to RAN2). In SA5 it was also discussed but not agreed to add a QoS satisfaction measurement, that could impact 36.314. In general, the SA5 work-item WI 390002 Performance measurements for E-UTRAN, is expected to be handled with Rel-8 Exception to be finalized in March 2009.
