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Frequency (channelling arranegements) at 790 – 862 MHz

Dear Mr Nakamura, Mr Barck, Mr Resnick, 

At its 32nd meeting, 27-29 April 2009, ECC PT1 completed work on the draft ECC Decision on the harmonised conditions for Mobile/Fixed Communications Networks operating in the band 790-862 MHz. This document defines the frequency arrangements for the band 790 – 862 MHz. The preferred harmonised frequency arrangement is given in Annex 1 of that ECC Decision.  Administrations wishing to implement Mobile/Fixed Communications Networks with frequency arrangements other than the preferred harmonised arrangement should follow Annex 2 of that ECC Decision.  The draft ECC Decision will now be sent  to PT SE 42 to complete Annex 3 on BEMs and then to the ECC for adoption for public consultation. 

The preferred harmonised frequency arrangement in this draft ECC Decision is based on a 2x30 MHz FDD plan, with 1 MHz frequency separation at 790 MHz and a 11 MHz duplex gap. The 1 MHz agreed for the frequency separation assumes that it would be possible for mitigation techniques to be implemented to protect DTT reception. Industry stakeholders are invited to provide comments during public consultation so that the ECC will be able to confirm the frequency separation of 1 MHz for the final adoption of this ECC Decision

It is expected that this ECC Decision can finally be approved by the ECC in October 2009, following the 2 month period for public comments.
