Technical status related evaluation

Detailed Progress report since last TSG meeting (for all involved WGs)

RAN1

At RAN1#59bis in Valencia, Spain, TruePosition presented R1-100068 UTDOA Assumptions and Simulations, which contains updated assumptions using variable load conditions discussed in the previous RAN1 meeting.  TruePosition also submitted R1-100732 Comments on UTDOA Simulations in response to other submissions, highlighting some inconsistencies.  Ericsson presented R1-100792 (a revision of R1-100036) Further Evaluation of UTDOA which addresses UTDOA performance.  MediaTek presented R1-00446 LTE Network-Based Positioning Using Sounding Reference Signal and R1-100447 Performance of UTDOA Using LMUs.  Andrew Corporation presented R1-100085 Further study on Uplink Signals for LTE Network-Based Positioning, which looks at the use of SRS for positioning.  The RAN Plenary granted an exception to this work item in the December 2009 meeting in Sanya.  The report indicated that if RAN1 was able to achieve consensus on including UTDOA in LTE by the Valencia meeting, the work would continue in RAN2 and RAN3 during this quarter.  RAN1 was unable to come to this conclusion by the end of the Valencia meeting due to conflicting simulation results and the fact that some simulation assumptions are still under dispute.  A liaison was sent to RAN2 and RAN3 (R1-100826) to indicate this.  A RAN3 response LS to RAN1 (R1-100804) was also received and presented.

AT RAN1#60 in San Francisco, TruePosition submitted R1-101312 UTDOA Support in LTE.   Ericsson submitted a response document in R1-101598.  No meeting time was provided for this agenda item.

RAN3 

At RAN3#66bis in Valencia, TruePosition submitted a draft response liaison from RAN3 to RAN1.  RAN3 discussed this draft response and determined that they could answer the majority of the questions in the liaison from RAN1, but further information would be needed that falls under the expertise of other working groups.  RAN3 responded to RAN1 (R1-100518) and sent the response as well to SA2 and CT4.  CT4 has responded answering both questions (including the one addressed to SA2 which should have been addressed to CT4) in C4-100801.
