Detailed progress report since last TSG meeting (for all involved WGs)
Since RAN#47, the WI was dealt with one RAN4 meeting, RAN4#55. In this meeting seventeen tdocs were submitted and treated relating to the WI [1] to [17]. 
One of these was the skeleton TR that was approved as version 0.0.1 [14].

Other documents that were discussed included:

· A proposed way forward on MSR aspects, recommending that the WID sheet be updated to include the appropriate MSR specifications under the list of affected specifications [1], resulting in the update in RP-10xxxx

· A comprehensive list of expected changes to all affected TSs, resulting in an approved TP for the TR

· Overview of the regulatory requirements for the band, , resulting in an approved TP for the TR

· Treatment of a number of technical aspects as listed below, resulting in a number of approved TPs for the TR 

In summary, of the remaining thirteen documents submitted for approval that contained TPs relating to core aspects (as defined in R4-100385), twelve were approved resulting in significant progress on development of the TR.
