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1. Overall Description:

GERAN2 would like to thank RAN3 for the progress of Enhancements of Iur-g interface.

It is good to know that RAN3 has analysed the enhanced relocation function and has agreed to list the enhanced relocation function related procedures into the basic mobility procedures. It is also believed that this agreement could facilitate GERAN’s normative work on TS 43.130.

GERAN2 would like to clarify RAN3’s concern on following two aspects:

Question 1: For the working assumptions 10 and 13 in G2-100377 (as listed below), it seems the two working assumptions being conflicted with each other. The working assumption 10 states “have no impact on signalling procedure of Common Measurement functions”, while the working assumption 13 states “support new report characteristic type … in Common Measurement functions”. The working assumption 10 is also conflicted with the working assumption 14. Would GERAN2 clarify the three working assumptions?

10.
Enhancements of Iur-g interface shall have no impact on signalling procedure of Common Measurement functions.
13.
Enhancements of Iur-g interface should support new report characteristic type which optimises the report traffic on the basis of Event E in Common Measurement functions. (See annex C for high level principle of this new report characteristic type)
14.
Only Information Exchange functions and Common Measurement functions in Global Procedures are considered in Enhancements of Iur-g interface.
Clarification 1: It is for sure that the new report characteristic should be supported by EIur-g as stated in working assumption 13, however, the introduction of new report characteristic would not impact the existing signalling procedure/message name/message type of common measurement function but add only additional contents of IE/group name of report characteristics in TS 25.423 which reflects the meaning of working assumption 10. Besides, working assumption 14 states the impacted scope in global procedures by enhancements of Iur-g interface is focusing only on information exchange functions and common measurement functions rather than the others. Working assumption 10, 13 and14 are aiming to restrict the scope and extent of modifications on existing specifications. Hopefully, these further explanations clarify RAN3’s concern and could reach good alignment between different working groups.
Question 2: Would GERAN2 confirm whether load information exchange or cell capacity information exchange between TD-SCDMA RNC and GERAN BSC are part of the agreement?

Clarification 2: GERAN2 would like to confirm that the information exchanges for cell capacity and load information between TD-SCDMA RNC and GERAN BSC are part of the agreement.

Furthermore, GERAN2 would like to inform RAN3 the following progresses at GERAN#48 meeting:

1. GERAN has approved an Updated WID of enhancements of Iur-g interface (GP-101955) by restricting the scope to GERAN BSC and TD-SCDMA RNC only. It is GERAN’s view that such kind of restriction reflects operators’ requirements appropriately.
2. GERAN has approved Updated Working assumptions of enhancements of Iur-g interface (GP-101988) with respect to the above mentioned scope and clarifications to questions in LS from RAN3.

Therefore, 3GPP TSG RAN3 is encouraged to review the stage-2 relevant content.
