3GPP thanks ITU-R Working Party 5A for their LS on the Working Document towards a Preliminary Draft New Report ITU-R M.[LMS.PPDR.UHF CHANNELS], “Channelization Scenarios for Public Protection and Disaster Relief Operations in some parts of the UHF Band in Accordance with Resolution 646 (WRC-03)” [1].

Technology “B” corresponding to IMT-2000 CDMA-DS, specifically UTRA FDD, is developed within 3GPP (3rd Generation Partnership Project). A full description is available in Annex 2 of Recommendation ITU-R M.1801. For additional information, also see § 5.1 of Recommendation ITU R M.1457.

5             Technology “E”

Technology “E” corresponding to IMT-2000 CDMA TDD, specifically UTRA TDD, technology is developed within 3GPP (3rd Generation Partnership Project). This radio interface is called the Universal Terrestrial Radio Access (UTRA) time division duplex (TDD), where three options, called 1.28 Mchip/s TDD, 3.84 Mchip/s TDD and 7.68 Mchip/s can be distinguished. A full description is available in Annex 2 of Recommendation ITU-R M.1801. For additional information, also see § 5.3 of Recommendation ITU-R M.1457.
