<Japan>

Regarding LTE studies, the way forward on study for the Japanese 900MHz band was agreed in [1], where it concluded that LTE Band 8 could be used in Japan under the following conditions:

· For the time being, only 5 and 10 MHz channel bandwidths are available. Furthermore, the 10 MHz deployment is limited in UL: 905-915MHz and DL: 950-960MHz.
· UL RB allocation limitation is required to satisfy the protection requirement for Bands 18 and 19 DL from Band 8 UL in Japan.
Regarding UMTS studies, the relevant draft CRs would be provided in order to reflect the Japanese 900MHz regulatory requirements into Band VIII in RAN4#63 as it has been already confirmed that UEs in the market can satisfy the Japanese regulatory requirements [1, 2]. 
<Korea>
The Korean regulatory requirements for UE spurious emissions were provided and the corresponding text proposal was agreed in [3]. It was also discussed that further study on LTE Band 8 UE implementation was needed to confirm necessity of UL RB allocation limitation or power reduction of Band 8 operation in Korea [4].
RAN4#63: 
<Japan>

Regarding LTE studies, UL RB allocation limitation and its relevant PUCCH over-provisioning method to comply with the spurious emission requirements in Japan were studied in [5, 6, 7, 8, 9, 10] and summarized in [11]. It was also announced that the corresponding CRs for LTE Band 8 specification would be proposed after establishing a new WI, where a WID proposal was informed in [12].

Regarding UMTS studies, CRs to reflect the Japanese 900 MHz regulatory requirements into Band VIII were agreed in TEI9.[13~24].
<Korea>

Based on the evaluations in [25, 26], it was concluded that use of LTE Band 8 in Korea is feasible without any additional restrictions [27]. KT also announced that the CRs for LTE Band 8 specification in order to reflect the Korean regulation would not be necessary.
Based on the above studies, the harmonization issue was concluded as “LTE Band 8 can be used in both 900MHz bands of Japan and Korea”. The corresponding TP was approved [28], and consequently all the issues in this SI [29] were solved.
