Justification *
The current ITU allocations along with some regional allocations for the 2 GHz MSS band are as follows:
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Figure 1. Current allocations
In each region, regulators may decide to allocate this spectrum to terrestrial use.  The following is a list of the regions and their status:

In the US, the FCC has authorized terrestrial use of the band, and in June 2011, Band 23 has been approved for LTE as part of 3GPP standards.

Korean government, Korea Communications Commission (KCC), has announced the “Mobile Broadband Plan” on January 2012, which the plan is to secure more than 600MHz bandwidth for mobile usage. According to the plan, KCC is planning to take 60MHz spectrum (2x30MHz) in 2 GHz band into account to use as the terrestrial only or the combined for terrestrial and satellite.

KCC will consider utilizing this band for IMT service as shown in Figure 2:

UL: 1980 – 2010MHz (30MHz)

DL: 2170 – 2200MHz (30MHz)

Tx-Rx Frequency Separation: 190MHz

Figure 2. Frequency band for new 2 GHz terrestrial operation in Korea

 In Europe this band is allocated for MSS use, by means of a European Commission decision. Furthermore, European Commission has authorized two satellite operators (Solaris Mobile and Inmarsat) to use this band over the EU27 region, with the possibility of deploying terrestrial services in complement to satellite services. 

The purpose of 2 GHz MSS band study item is to enable the operators to offer enhanced mobile service through the terrestrial component with the spectrum resources allocated and authorized for MSS and terrestrial mobile broadband service.
 The terrestrial network equipment will adhere to all 3GPP emission masks to protect adjacent band services. It is expected that during the study item progress the impacts will be studied.  

This study item, targeted for completion by RAN#57, proposes adopting the 2 GHz band UMTS/LTE to the 3GPP specifications.  The effort involves developing the minimum RF characteristics and performance requirements for terrestrial UTRA/E-UTRA (LTE) networks.
4
Objective *
The purpose and objectives of this study item are:

· Study related aspects of adding a FDD band into UTRA/E-UTRA that covers the frequency range of 1980-2010/2170-2200 MHz for Korea and other applicable countries in Region 1 and 3 incorporating any results into technical report TR 36. 
· Study coexistence issues with adjacent bands (e.g. Band 34)

· Identify regulatory issues

· Study the possibility of defining this as a superset of Band 1 (e.g. Band xx 1920-2010/2110-2200MHz)
· Study aspects of band I/1 UE operation in new/revised band networks, and new/revised band UE in band I/1 networks
· The US spectrum does not include the proposed allocation of 2170-2200 MHz DL, 1980-2010MHz UL, this study item does not include considering this kind of allocation for US. The UE will adhere to all applicable roaming regulations when operating in the US with respect to the global allocation. The US aspects of the study shall only be limited to roaming using existing US bands.

· Consider any possible future allocation of this band in region 1 and 3 when developing the RF requirements
