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1. Introduction

The RAN#54 plenary meeting There were two complementary WI proposals for H(e)NB subjects [1] [2].  based on the results of the associated R11 study item networks. The proposal was that these WI would be considered as a high priority WI [2] and a lower priority WI[1] with the following understanding:

· The RAN3 WG chairman will endeavour to treat all submissions from the high priority H(e)NB WI (as time permits)

· If there is time available within the agenda time allocated to H(e)NB and all high priority submissions have been handled the RAN 3 chairman can at his discretion decide to handle one or more submission from the low-priority H(e)NB WI

· There absolutely no guarantee as to if and when submissions from the low priority WI will be handled.

After these proposals were initially presented a number of issues were raised and an off-line meeting was called to further discuss how to proceed. This document records the consensus from that off-line meeting.
2. Agreed Way Forward
After much discussion involving a number of contradictory proposals it was finally agreed by consensus that

The most pragmatic way forward would be to agree both WI proposals as originally presented. Note this consensus is dependent on both WIs being approved.  The approval of one or other of the work items in isolation would be against the spirit and understanding of the agreement. 
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
