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1. Introduction
TSG-RAN received LSs from RAN1/2/4 on their progress in deciding Rel-11 UE capabilities [1, 2, 3]. Based on their inputs, this paper proposes a work plan in WGs at the next quarter.
2. Discussion and proposals
2.1. Summary of the WG progress
The WG progress is summarised as follows Details are captured in the excel sheet attached in the LSs [1, 2, 3].
· RAN2

RAN2 has completed lots of their exercise including mandatory/optional recommendations. There are some FFS issues as shown below:
· IDC:
Whether autonomous denial is grouped separate from FDM/TDM based solutions.
· Multiple-TA (CA enhancements):
Whether it is mandated for inter-band UL CA band combinations.
NOTE:
It was agreed to make optional for intra-band UL CA band combinations.
· PDCP SN extension (CA enhancements):
Whether it is conditionally mandated for Category 6 – 8 UEs.
· MBMS Service Continuity:
Whether it is conditionally mandated for Rel-11 UEs supporting MBMS.
· Enhancement towards RLF report:
Whether it is mandated for all UEs (in accordance with the RLF report in Rel-10).
· RAN4

Although there are a few FFS issues on wideband RSRQ measurements, RAN4 has completed their work on feature grouping and analysis of each feature group. WG recommendation on mandatory/optional features has yet to be decided. 

NOTE:
RAN1 email discussion has not closed yet when this paper is written. 

2.2. Proposed time plan

Taking into account the above WG progress and Rel-11 completion schedule, the following work plan is proposed:
The October meeting (RAN1#70bis, RAN2#79bis, RAN4#64bis):
· RAN1/2/4 fills in FFS components and agrees on WG recommendation on mandatory/optional features.

· RAN1/4 informs RAN2 about: 
1). A need of capability signalling for optional features

2). Whether FGI is required for mandatory features

NOTE 1:
To follow the Rel-11 completion schedule, it is recommended that these information be available to RAN2 after the October meeting as soon as possible, so that RAN2 can start to discuss the required capability signalling.
NOTE 2:
WG recommendation on mandatory/optional features is also provided to RAN#58

The November meeting (RAN1#71, RAN2#80, RAN4#65):

· RAN2 introduces the capability signalling required for all Rel-11 UE features based on the input from RAN1/4.
TSG-RAN#58:

· TSG-RAN approves WG recommendation on mandatory/optional features.
