Technical status related evaluation

2.1
Detailed progress report since last TSG meeting (for all involved WGs)

TSG RAN WG4 #68: Barcelona 
The MSS Band [1] which considered how to specify the band to include the spectrum 1980-2010/210-2200MHz has been presented. The contribution described the benefit to specify the band as a superset of Band1. In discussion, various concerns have been raised with respect to the availability of proper protection toward B34 when the extended band would be introduced..
The 2GHz MSS band in Region 1 and Region 3 [2] which proposed a discussion on the merits of defining the band as a superset of Band 1 compared to defining the band as a standalone band has been presented from the UE filtering perspective. It has been proposed to recommend that the 2 GHz MSS band be considered as a standalone band. In discussion, it was issued a single filter solution would not meet Band1 requirements and AMPR could be one solution to protect B34.
Coexistence with Band 34[3] which considered both standalone and extended bands has been presented.
It provided proposals for the approach to deploy new band and coexistence with B34. The contribution proposed the way forwards on coexistence with Band 34: The new band should not be deployed in the countries where Band 34 needs to be protected and for the extended new band roaming into Band 1, coexistence with Band 34 do not need to be considered as there is already enough guard band. In discussion, no consensus has been reached on the way forward.
Monte-Carlo analysis for coexistence of S-band with neighbouring bands [4] and TP [5] which provided the system-level simulation results considering the interference from S-band to Band 1 and 34 has been presented. It has been pointed out that the impact of spurious emissions on UE-to-UE coexistence could be more severely pronounced for some specific corner cases and concern on scenario 3 been expressed where random distribution of UE is used. 
Revised TP for TR 36.861 LTE FDD in the bands 1980-2010 MHz and 2170-2200 MH [6] has been presented and approved. It updated Section 7 in TR36.861, based on the agreement made through e-mail discussions to delete the description for band1 UE duplexer and required Tx-Rx isolation level of duplexer for S-band UE. 
TP for S-band UE Tx/Rx RF requirements for standalone Band[7] and TP for S-band UE Tx/Rx RF requirements for the extended Band[8] were noted because the group failed to reach consensus for not only standalone band but also extended Band1.
