2.1
Detailed progress report since last TSG meeting (for all involved WGs)
RAN3#81bis:
· A new option 5 [1] and some corrections on option 3 and 4 [2] on cell load reporting were proposed and captured in the TR 37.852. Evaluation part for cell load reporting enhancement [3] was discussed and captured, and simulation analysis of current load balancing mechanism [4] was captured as Annex A in the TR 37.852.
· Several connected mobility enhancement options were discussed in [5]~[8] to reduce switching latency.  Corresponding evaluations were proposed in [9] [10].
· Inter-RAT call redirection enhancement [11] was proposed to reduce CSFB latency and signalling, which was captured in the TR 37.852. 

RAN3#82:
· Potential solutions for inter-RAT connected mobility enhancements were discussed in[14]~[16], and finally one option [17] was captured in the TR. Evaluation on inter-RAT call redirection option [18] and inter-RAT connected mobility option [17] were proposed and approved. 
· Way forward on conclusion of TR 37.852 [19]~[23] were compromised offline and agreed in [17][24].
· TR 37.852 v040 which captured all the agreements during RAN3 discussion was approved in [25].
