In RAN4#70 meeting in Prague, there were a total of 19 contributions submitted for this work item [1]. There were extensive discussions on the CSI reporting and demodulation test coverage. On the PUCCH reporting modes, PUCCH 1-1 submode 1, rank 1, PUCCH 1-1 submode 2, rank 1, and PUCCH 2-1 with rank 2 are the options that will be evaluated further. 

For aperiodic mode PUSCH 1-2, TM9 has been agreed. Use of Rank 1 and/or 2 for PUSCH1-2 will be selected based on further simulation results. A preliminary set of test parameters have been noted for companies to base their simulation studies on [2].
