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Decision
1 Introduction
It was agreed to mandate Rel10 FGI bits to be set to TRUE at RAN2#80 in [1]: 
1) W.r.t. capability signalling:

· 
LTE: Will introduce Rel-8 FGI, indicating that this FGI concerns a truly optional capability and will never be mandated to be set to TRUE in Rel-8 and Rel-9. Rel-10 FGI will be mandated to be set to TRUE.
Additionally, the following agreements were made at RAN#59[2]:
1)
Sufficient IOT facilities should be readily available and be confirmed by 2 network vendors and 2 operators at first. This should finally be decided by TSG-RAN on a case by case basis.

2)
Mandating FGIs does not require vendors whose UEs are already in the market to pass the IOT and change the FGI settings.

3)
The timing of when to mandate FGI bits is not dependent on any associated testing regime as test cases will be developed as required in a timely manner.
This contribution proposes to mandate FGI 31 bit to be set to TRUE from Rel-10 onwards since sufficient IOT facilities are available and confirmed by at least two network vendors and two operators.
2 Way forward
Since sufficient IOT facilities are now ready (available and confirmed by at least 2 network vendors and two operators), we propose to agree to set FGI bit 31 to TRUE from Rel-10 onwards. According to the agreed way forward, we also propose to send an LS to RAN5 to make them aware of the bit setting situation and to ask RAN5 to take the appropriate action. The corresponding LS is provided in [3]. 
Proposal: Set FGI bit 31 to TRUE at RAN#65, and send the corresponding LS [3] to RAN5.
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
