A number of Study Items are ongoing and potentially of interest, but ITU-R Ad Hoc believes it is too early to provide inputs to ITU-R.

WP 5D would appreciate receiving contributions from 3GPP containing material for inclusion in the draft Report.  In particular, WP 5D would appreciate input contributions for sections 7, 8, and 9 (addressing configuration and transport requirements). However, there was already some discussion in the past and it was concluded that 3GPP does not provide implementation guidelines, and so it cannot contribute to configuration and transport requirements
ITU-R Ad Hoc suggests to note the document and take no action
· RT-140030 / RP-141756, source WP5D, LS on THE SCHEDULE FOR UPDATING RECOMMENDATION ITU-R M.1457 TO REVISION 13;
to: RAN, CT and SA
· There are two actions to consider:

· The streamlining of M.1457 (It is observed that Revision 12 of Recommendation ITU-R M.1457 has become a very large and complicated document such that the revision process has become somewhat burdensome in the external organizations, as well as the BR.  As a result, WP 5D is considering to streamline the information contained in Recommendation ITU-R M.1457 starting with Revision 13.  This streamlining consists of not carrying forward the old information for previous releases beyond a certain point.  In the CDMA DS,  CDMA TDD, and TDMA-SC cases, since 3GPP has closed Releases 99 through Release 7, WP 5D proposes that Release 99 through Release 7 transposition information not be carried forward in future Revisions of M.1457 starting with Revision 13. WP 5D solicits the GCS Proponents’ views on this way forward.)

· This is quite an important aspect, since OPs currently have to provide hyperlinks to all the specs for all the releases. 
· ITU-R AD Hoc agreed on the streamlining process, but it suggests to add a reference to M.1457-12 in case ITU-R WP5D decides that Release 99 through Release 7 transposition information not be carried forward in future Revisions of M.1457 starting with Revision 13

· Schedule for updating M.1457 (for 3GPP this means updating to Release 12): 

· For the Revision 13 update of Recommendation ITU-R M.1457 a completion date of the Working Party 5D meeting #25, currently planned for October 2016, has been chosen

· Working Party 5D announces that the first formal meeting in the meeting cycle (“Meeting X”) of the update development of Revision 13 of Recommendation ITU-R M.1457 will be WP 5D meeting #21, which is scheduled for 27 January - 4 February 2015

· The action required now by 3GPP is to agree on contributing to M.1457 and send the answer to WP5D by January
· As a consequence an LTI (see RT-140040 / RP-141765) in answer to this LS is proposed for approval by RAN, CT, SA and PCG
Moreover, at RAN#65 ITU-R Ad Hoc was mandated to finalise the submission of material related to LTE-Advanced toward Revision 2 of Rec. ITU-R M.2012, “Detailed specifications of the terrestrial radio interfaces of International Mobile Telecommunications Advanced (IMT-Advanced)”.

Final approval need to be done by correspondence by PCG.
